THIRTIETH ANNUAL REPORT

NOVEMBER, 19 41.

Ladies and Gentlemen^

In submitting the 30 th Annual Report and Balance Sheet 
of our Institution, we, your Executive and Committee, though 
conscious of the positive contributions Kadimah has given our 
community during the past twelve ihonths, nevertheless realise 
that v>'e were carrying on our work in an atmosphere in which 
the greatest tragedy in human history is being enacted. The 
cultural and material values of Europe are being engulfed by 
the savage onslaughts of the Nazi Fascist hordes and over two- 
thirds of the entire Jewish population of the world is faced 
with extermination by murder. Under the&e conditions, affect­
ing, as they did, socially and individually every member of the 
Management, was the work of the Kadimah carried on.

This year is a Jubilee year completing 3 0 years of Ka^ 
dimah’s existence. In other circumstances, this* event would 
have been celebrated with the ceremonial the occasion war­
rants. However, your management decided to commemorate the 
event by publishing an Almanac which is to embrace 30 years 
of Kadimah together with a number of works including the 
history of the various Jewish communities in Australia; 
various problems with which this country is faced; the life of 
the Jewish immigrant here and many other subjects woven 
around 30 years’ activity of the Kadimah. This work is now 
in the hands of the printers and should soon be ready in its 
completed form.

Your Management gratefully acknowledges a promise by 
Mr. S. Wynn of a donation of £5 00 toward the building of an 
additional hall adjoining the main Kadimah Building, to per­
petuate the memory of the late Eva Wynn. Owing to existing 
conditions during the past yeai, the building plans had to be 
temporarily set aside.

SECRETARIAT.

During the year, owing to the resignation of the Secretary 
Mr. Pearl, your Executive and Committee duly appointed Mr. 
B. M'arszawsky to fill the position. The Secretary’s Office is 
nov^ situated at 834 Lygon Street, next door to the r. ain 
Kadimah Building. There has been considerable reorganisation 
in the office system and your Management express complete 
satisfaction with the work of Mr. Warszawsky.

REPORT OF THE KADIMAH YOUNGER SET
This year the K.Y.S. faced one of the most difficult pe­

riods However by sheer determination we not only presented 
functions as in the past but added to our activities. We held 
many successful lectures, debates, forums, socials, sporting 
and other cultural functions of a Thursday night. We added 
study classes, hikes, house parties, tennis, gym amongst our 
activities. Our Dramatic group presented three plays. Our 
social group aided the J.N.L. Kadimah and the War Effort



with Balls and Socials. Another group was recently formed to 
investigate anti-semitism and activise youth in combating it. 
We continue our efforts to unite all youth. The Jewish Youth 
Forum although seriously affected by the war is once again 
functioning and the K.Y.S. is giving its wholehearted support. 
The K.Y.S. also furthered its policy of unity by its affliation 
with the Victorian Youth Parliament.

Although military duties and the war effort affected the 
stability of our members and functions, often to the point of 
leaving the committee dispirited, we have carried on and our 
activities have shown, that, asi never before, the K.Y.S. is 
playing an important part in rallying Jewish Youth in an 
united effortr for Culture, Progress and the defeat of Hitler­
ism

VICTORIAN JEWISH ADVISORY BOARD
Our Representatives on the V.J.A.B. attended the regular 

meetings of the Board and have kept us informed of the ac­
tivities of the V.J.A.B.

THE ANNUAL BAZAAR
The Annual Bazaar of the “Kadimah” this year was held 

jointly with “A Jewish Effort Circle.” The net proceedsi am­
ounted to £820. The Kadimah received £300, the North Carlton 
Branch of the Australian Red Cross £5 0; the Red Mogen 
David £150 and £3 20 were donated to the Australian Comforts 
Fund (Xmas Hampers) for Australian Soldiers Abroad.

We express our deep appreciation of the work of the 
Chairman of the Bazaar Mr. J. Fink and to all who contributed 
to the success of our above function.

PUBLIC MEETING
A Public Meeting v/as also held entirely devoted to the 

Soviet Red Cross in which participated Mr. Alick Mushin, Mr. 
H. Munz, Mrs. Vance Palmer and Miss Helen Baillie, Hon. 
Secretary of the Soviet Red Cross Branch of the Australian 
Red Cross Society. The sum of £137/16/- was raised.

LIBRARY
As in previous years, the Library and the Reading Room 

has been of utmost importance in the general cultural activity 
of the Kadimah. The main handicap to the further develop- 
Bient of the Library has been the difficulty of obtaining perio­
dicals and books, largely as a result of the present war.

However in spite of these difficulties, we have augmented 
the number of books in our Library by £6 2 worth of books. 
Owing to the death of our Librarian, G. Zilberzan, Mr. S. 
Podem was, appointed to this office, and the Management 
express satisfaction with his efficiency and devotion to his 
duties.

The Library possesses 1,275 Yiddish books, 83 0 English, 
350 Hebrew and 60 Russian.

During the year, the books were read as follows; 2,5 24— 
Yiddish, 360_ -English, 84—Hebrew and 12—Russian.

KADIMAH DRAMATIC CIRCLE
During the past year, the Kadimah Yiddish Art Theatre 

was reorganised at a meeting of the group held on the 12th



May, which was attended by 3 0 active participants of the 
Kadimah Theatre. A Committee was elected with Mr. I. Roth­
man as Chairman, and it wan decided to revert to the original 
name—“Kadimah Dramatic Circle." Two one-act plays were 
produced and another play is> in the course of preparation 
under the direction of Rachel Holcer.
