Ladies and Gentlemen,

We have the honour of presenting to you the 32nd Annual
Report and Balance Sheet of J.N.L. Kadimah.

The communal life and activity of Melbourne’s 10,000
Jewish population becomes each year wider and more parti-
cularly differentiated into its various branches. Various orga-
nisations and institutions develop their activities along their
uv;n particular lines, each one striving to fulfill its role in
mMelbourne as well as that wider sphere of activity in the
unification of Jewry the world over.

However anyone who wishes to become familiar with the
activity of the local Jewish communal life, taken from an
all-embracing point of view, must become acquainted with the
activity of Kadimah. Kadimah reports in the Jewish Press
both Yiddish and English, as well as Kadimah’s Annual Reports
will not only serve the future historian of Melbourne’s Jewish
community, but in them everyone at large will find mirrored
the cultural and living image of Melbourne Jewry’s life.

There is no aspect of Jewish life, here or overseas, of
which Kadimah has not taken notice and upon which Kadimah
has not in some way or another given the lead.

This does not mean that Kadimah dogmatically comes
forward with its own one sided view on every controversial
subject, no, rather, Kadimah strives at all times to maintain
a high level of impartiality. In its capacity, as leader of the
Jewish cultural life of Melbourne, Kadimah’s aim is to activise
its members and sympathisers on all matters of vital import-
ance that demand attention of all suffering, fighting and
hopeful Jewry as a whole.

Both through the medium of its own functions and also
by giving numerous other bodies the opportunities of holding
Sunday evening functions here Kadimah is steadily to a greater
extent assuming the role of both cultural and spiritual center,
of all those to whom Jewish culture, and Jewish future, gener-
ally Jewish interests and problems lie close at heart.

Therefore at the close of yet another year of existence of
the oldest and largest, by measre of its membership, Jewish
institution in Melbourne, we must ask ourselves, not so much,
what has Kadimah done in this or that instance? But rather:
Has Kadimah sufficiently enlarged its horizon In relation to
our oncoming Jewish problems?



We believe that the activity of the past year has been
directed to the fulfilment of the above obligation. When we
become acquainted with the list of evenings held during the
past year, (75 per cent, of which were in Yiddish) and the
numbers in the audience, we must come to the conclusion that
thanks to Kadimah'’s cultural and communal activity, our
Jewish community is becoming more and more concious of and
drawn into the sphere of general Jewish interest.

The outgoing Committee has taken first steps to broaden
the basis of Kadimah by opening investigations and negotia-
tions for the establishment of a Branch of Kadimah in St.
Kilda. This need has become more urgent in the last few years,
since the move of quite a proportion of the community South
of the Yarra. It is to be hoped that the incomingComraittee
will continue the investigation of these possibilities.

Our General Meeting takes place soon after the beginning
of the fifth year of war, a war which has in its utmost terror
and grusomeness tested our already much tested Jewish
people. Living, vigorous Jewdsh communities, in the Nazi-occu-
pied territories have been wiped off the face of the earth.
Besides physically destroying and eliminating Jews the Nazi
beasts have determined to wipe out the spirit of Jewish culture.
Now at the beginning of the fifth year of war, we see the dim
outlines of the inevitable Allied victory. While we mourn for
the loss of millions of Jews we hold unshakeably that Jewry
will continue to live.

With the rebirth of our people in a free and past world our
ancient Jewish culture, of which our modern culture is a direct
continuation—will be reborn anew.

We will do all in our power to enable those Jews who are
left in Europe, to take up their normal, healthy way of life
again, and in so doing we will be doing all we can for the
perpatuation of our own modern culture.

In carrying on Jewish cultural work in Australia, Kadi-
mah constantly keeps in mind that it is but part of a world
wide culture and movement in which Kadimah will eventually
by the results of its work take its rightful honoured place
with the rest of Jewry, as an integral part of free humanity.
