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50th Annual Report
Dear Member,

We have pleasure in presenting the 50tn Annual Report and Balance 
Sheet for the year 1961.

The main event in the activities of our Institution in the year 
under review was, undoubtedly, the visit of the famous poet Abraham 
Sutzkewer. He was the fourth guest-speaker from overseas to visit 
Australia at the invitation of the Kadimah. The visit of Mr. Sutzkewer, 
as well as the visits of the previous guests, served as an awakening 
campaign for Yiddish ,for Jewish culture and for the strengthening of 
Jewish life in our Community.

Mr. Sutzkewer’s lectures, full of poetic vigour, made a strong 
impression on his audiences, and during his short stay in this country 
he gained many friends and admirers.

The visit of Dr. H. Shoskes from United States also contributed 
largely to the last year’s cultural activities of the Kadimah. Dr. Shoskes 
completed here not only a successful campaign to popularize Yivo 
publications and revived the activities of the Yivo branch here, but also 
held a number of lectures. These lectures on Jewish communities in 
the world, which he visited shortly before his arrival in Australia, 
were well received and widely attended.

The visit of Mr. J. Artuski on behalf of the “Bund”-<Organisation. 
should also be mentioned as Mr. Artuski held several lectures in 
Melbourne and Sydney on cultural and social subjects. Mr. Artuski 
held one lecture at the invitation of the Kadimah.

The visits of these three honoured guests helped considerably to 
maintain the cultural activities of the Kadimah and of our Community 
in general on a high level during the past year and to strengthen our 
cultural life.

However, the activities of the Kadimah were not confined only to 
lectures by the guest speakers. A great number of cultural functions 
were organised with local cultural forces (see the list of Kadimah 
functions). These endeavours resulted in a fruitful season of cultural 
activities during almost the whole year.

The outgoing Committee has paid great attention to the problem 
of moving the Kadimah to a more central location. An Extraordinary 
General Meeting of the Kadimah members was convened last July to 
deal with the problem. At the meeting, a great majority of members 
favoured the Conimittee’s proposal of moving the Kadimah to a southern 
suburb, but again two opinions were shaped: one—that the Kadimah 
should build its own new building and the other—that the Kadimah 
should build a Community Centre together with the State Zionist 
Council of Victoria.

As a qualified majority of 75% votes was necessary to carry out 
the proposal of the Committee, it failed to get the necessary majority 
by a few votes. Taking into considering that the same proposal, when 
put to vote at the General Meeting in December 1958, failed to attract
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even a conventional majority of votes, it is quite clear now that it won’t 
take long before concrete steps will be taken to provide the Kadimah 
with new premises in a new locality.

At the end of last year the Kadimah entered its 50th year of 
existence. This date is important not only for our Institution but for 
our whole Community as this date means 50 years of Jewish cultural 
activities in Melbourne.

In connection with the Kadimah Jubilee a special Committee was 
organised to celebrate the Jubilee Year. This Jubilee Committee 
consists of representatives of all major Jewish institutions in Melbourne 
(see Jubilee Committee). The first task of this Committee was to 
organise the Jubilee Banquet which took place last December at “Stan- 
mark”.

The banquet was a festive occasion which drew a large crowd of 
members and friends of the Kadimah (see Jubilee Banquet). At the 
banquet a considerable sum was collected for the Kadimah Jubilee 
Fund in order to provide the Institution with ample finances and to 
enable it to carry on its activities on a better and larger scale.

The Kadimah Jubilee Committee worked out a programme for 
the Jubilee Year which consists of various concerts, Jubilee Ball, 
literary evenings, an exhibition etc. Also the 3rd Australian Jewish 
Almanac should appear during the Jubilee year.

On the occasion of the oOth Anniversary of the Kadimah the out­
going Committee appeals to members and friends of our Institution 
to make a great effort for the preservation and stimulation of Jewish 
culture in Australia and for a stronger Jewish life in our Community 
in general.

SECRETARIAT AND ADMINISTRATION

The Committee desires to record its appreciation to the Secretary 
of the Kadimah Mr. L^ Freedman for his devotion to our Institution 
and co-operation in all matters affecting the activities of the Kadimah.

The Committee expresses its satisfaction with the work of the 
Librarian Mr. J. Dorenblat and the Caretaker Mr. W.J. Thomas.

Mr. S. Podem resigned on 17.1.62 from his position as administrator 
of the Kadimah and the Committee takes this opportunity to express 
its thanks and appreciation for his work done in the past.

MEMBERSHIP FLUCTUATION

At the last Annual General Meeting the Kadimah consisted of 1193 
members; 15 members were enrolled during the year under review; 
16 members died; 22 members were eliminated from the present list 
as non-flnancial. Our membership at present consists of 1170 members, 
including 299 women.

LIBRARY

During the year under review our Library has grown by a further 
236 books. A sum of £197 has been spent on books. Although the 
number of readers hag been at the same level as in the year 1960 (515 
in comparison with 510 in 1960), the number of books read has decreas­
ed again (2635 in comparison with 3033 in 1960), due to the same
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reasons as in the previous years; the “migration” of the readers from 
northern to southern suburbs away from the Library, the lack of new 
Yiddish fiction of which readers are fond and the T.V. which leaves 
little time for book-reading.

The following figures show what the Yiddish readers of our Library 
have read during the year under review: fiction—1527, memoirs—418, 
about Jewish destruction in Europe, (Churban literature)—194, essays 
—^132, history—108, travels^—92, poetry—53, folklore—49, literary 
magazines—43, science—8, philosophy—^6, art—3, dramatic work—2; 
a total of 2635 books.

The total number of readers at present is 515, of whom 200 are 
active readers. During the year under review they read 2780 books— 
2635 in Yiddish, 137 in English and 8 in Hebrew. The Library consists 
now of 8059 books—5157 in Yiddish, 2318 in English and 584 in Hebrew.

The Library posseses a Department of Judaica of over 700 books in 
English on Jewish subjects and translations from Yiddish and Hebrew. 
This department is open to all and especially to Jewish youth interest­
ed in Jewish studies. There is no need for youth to become a member 
of the Kadimah in order to borrow books from the Library. A by-law 
of the Kadimah Committee allows youth to borrow books from the 
Library not being members of the Institution.

The Library has been reorganized lately and partly renovated. 
As the attendance in the Reading Room has fallen very sharply in 
the last years, the room was given temporarily to the YIVO secret 
tariat and archives. Literary magazines and newspapers are available 
at the Library on request

CULTURAL ACTIVITIES

During the year under review the following functions were held: 
17 lectures, 7 various celebrations, 4 memorial evenings, one symposium, 
one collective lecture, one Purim Concert for adults and one for 
children, and a Jubilee banquet (see list of the Kadimah functions).

GUEST VISITS

VISIT BY ABRAHAM iSUTZKEWER

Abraham Sutzkewer is one of the foremost Jewish poets of to-day. 
He is also the editor of the representative Yiddish literary magazine 
“Di Goldene Kayt” which is published by the Histadruth in Israel.

Mr. Sutzkewer spent 10 weeks in Australia, 8 of them in Melbourne.
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He held 10 lectures at the Kadimah (see the list of the Kadimah 
functions) and one at B’nai B’rith at the invitation of the State 
Zionist Council. He also delivered 3 lectures in Sydney and 3 in Perth.

In Melbourne Mr. Sutzkewer’s lectures were attended by over 3000 
people. Hi'S other appearances were at the meeting of the Vilner, at 
the Vilner Memorial Evening, at Arthur Zigelbaum Commemoration 
Function and at a score of private gatherings, including a large gather­
ing at “Stanmark”. These gatherings gave him the opportunity to be 
in touch with hundreds of persons.

Mr. Sutzkewer was invited by the Victorian Jewish Board of 
Deputies to one of its monthly meetings at which he was oflScially 
welcomed by its President Mr. N. Jacobson. Afterwards Mr. Sutzkewer 
spoke briefly on Yiddish and Jewish culture as a medium for preser­
vation and stimulation of Jewish life in our times.

The visit of Mr. Sutzkewer had a great influence on the cultural 
life of Jewish communities in Australia. Especially should be mention­
ed his visit to the Jewish community in Perth. It was for the firtet 
time that a lecturer, who came here at the invitation of the Kadimah, 
went to Perth for a series of lectures. The visit proved to be very 
successful and it should be hoped that coming lecturers will also visit 
Perth so that the small community there will be strengthened and 
stimulated.

VISIT BY DR. H. SHOSKES
Dr. H. Shoskes, the noted Jewish writer, who has visited almost 

every Jewish community in the world and has written many books 
of his travels, came to Australia last May at the invitation of the 
Kadimah. Although his visit was mainly in connection with a campaign 
for the Yivo Institute for Jewish Research, he gave during his 8 
weeks stay in Australia several lectures in Melbourne and in Sydney.

In Melbourne Dr. Shoskes gave 3 lectures at the Kadimah (see 
the list of Kadimah functions) and one at Samuel Meyer’s Hall at the 
invitation of the Warsaw Centre. He also appeared at the Herzl-Bialik 
Commemoration Evening, organized by the State Zionist Council.

Dr. Shoskes was also invited by the Vic. Jewish Board of Deputies 
where he was offlcially greeted by itg President, Mr. N .Jacobson and 
then spoke briefly on Jewish life in the world to-day.

The visit of Dr. Shoskes was of great value to the cultural life 
of our Community in the past year.

SPECIAL FUNCTIONS

L. CHERNY JUBILEE FUNCTION
On 5.2.61 an evening took place in honour of Mr. Leon Cherny 

to celebrate his 75th birthday. Mr. Cherny is an untiring communal 
worker, a long member of the Kadimah Committee and its Hon. 
Treasurer for several years. This function was arranged together with 
the Lodzer Centre. A large amount of money was collected for the 
Kadimah at the function.

N. GINTER SHI.OSHIM EVENING

On 7.2.61 a Shloshim Evening was held in memory of the Jewijsh 
artist, the late N. Ginter. The evening was arranged by the Kadimah, 
J.L. Peretz School and David Herman Theatre Group.
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The late N. Ginter left in his will half of his fortune to the 
Kadimah, J.L. Peretz School, Montefiore Home and the Yeshiva. The 
Kadimah Committee decided to dedicate to his memory a section with 
books in the Kadimah Library and to indicate on the books, to be 
bought with the money left by him for the Kadimah, that they were 
acquired from “N. Ginter Fund”.

L. FREEDMAN JUBILEE FUNCTION

On 9.4.61 an evening was arranged to celebrate the 50th birthday 
of Mr. L. Freedman, the cultural worker and Secretary of the Kadimah 
for many years. Nearly 200 people attended the function, at which 
an appraisal of Mr. Freedman’s work for the Kadimah and for the 
cultural life of the community was given.

MEMORIAL EVENING TO COMMEMORATE 18th ANNIVERSARY 
OF THE WARSAW GHETTO REVOLT

As in the past a Memorial Evening to commemorate the anniversary 
of the Warsaw Ghetto Revolt was arranged by the Victorian Jewish 
Board of Deputies and the Kadimah. The Memorial Evening took place 
bn 12.4.61 (on the eve of 27th of Nissan) at the Melbourne Town Hall 
where over 2300 people were present.

The speakers paid tribute to the memory of the fighters of the 
Warsaw Ghetto Revolt and expressed their grief at the loss of the 
six million victims who gave their lives al Kiddush Ha’shem ve al 
Kiddush Ha’am. The “Hazonim” Choir took part in the evening with 
several appropriate songs.

WARSAW GHETTO EXHIBITION
Prom 10.4.61 — 14.4.61 a Warsaw Ghetto Exhibition took place 

in the Lower Melbourne Town Hall. The Exhibition was divided into 
three sections. The centre theme depicted the struggle of Jews against 
the Nazi oppression and their suffering during the Nazi occupation. 
The second section showed the birth and development of Israel. The 
third section displayed the reception of Jewish immigrants in Australia, 
their adaptation to the new conditions and their contribution to 
Australian economy, culture and way of life.

The Exhibition was organised by the Vic. Board of Deputies with 
the help of the Kadimah, State Zionist Council and Jewish Welfare 
iSociety. The opening ceremony was performed by the Lord Mayor of 
Melbourne and leading Melbourne personalities were present. Photo­
graphers of the daily newspapers and the T.V. covered this event.

Over 6000 people visited the Exhibition, mostly non-Jews, including 
many young people. The Exhibition was moved later on to the Mount 
,Scopus College where it was seen by the pupils of the College and by 
people in the surrounding area.

DAVID ABZAC COMMEMORATION EVENING
On the occasion of the 10th Yorzeit of the late David Abz-ac, 

a Commemoration Evening took place on 30.4.61. The evening was 
arranged by the Kadimah in conjunction with the Jewish Welfare 
Society. At this evening a tribute was paid to the memory of this 
ardent communal worker who did so much for our Community and 
especially for the immigrants.
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J. GILIGICH JUBILEE FUNCTION

On 4.6.61 an evening took place to celebrate the 70th birthday of 
Mr. J. Giligich, the Headmaster of the Peretz School and well-known 
pedagogue and cultural worker. Nearly 400 people were present at 
this function which was arranged by the Kadimah, J.L. Peretz School, 
Sholom Aleichem School, “Bund” and Wilner Landsmanschaft. 
Representatives of all these institutions expressed their appreciation 
for his devoted and inspiring work for Yiddish culture as a teacher, 
lecturer, author of school-books and plays for children, translator of 
stories for children into Yiddish etc.

UNITED ISRAEL APPEAL

As in the past, the Kadimah took part last year in the United 
Israel Appeal by arranging a function in conjunction with the organi­
sations and institutions which are active in the northern suburbs and 
the Carlton Group for the United Israel Appeal. The function took 
place at the Kadimah on 18.6.61 at which Colonel Dina Werth was 
guest-speaker and Shulamit Livnat guest-artist. A large sum of money 
was raised at this evening.

EVENINGS IN HONOUR OF MR. 0. RAPAPORT

Two evenings in honour of the well-known Yiddish author Mr. O. 
Rapaport took place at the Kadimah during the last year. On 16.7.61 
an evening was arranged in connection with the publication of his 
book in Argentina “Biblical Improvisationjs,” and on 12.11.61 
a second evening was held in connection With the appearance of his 
new book in Melbourne “Glimmerings in the Mist”. The last function 
was arranged together with the O. Rapaport Book-Committee which 
published the book.

At the functions an appraisal of O. Rapaport’s books were given. 
In his address at the second evening O. Rapaport spoke about the 
difficulties which a Yiddish writer experiences to-day in trying to 
publish his books.

WELCOME EVENING FOR MR. AND MRS. J. OKNO

On 23.7.61 an evening was arranged to welcome back Mr. and Mrs. 
J. Okno upon their return from a world tour.

Mr. Okno has been the Hon. Solicitor of the Kadimah for many 
years and is one of its past presidents.

At the evening Mr. Okno spoke of his impressions of Jewish 
monuments and museums in the world which aim to keep alive the 
memory of the 6 million Jews martyred by the Nazis.

MOSHE GROSSMAN SHLOSHLM EVENING

On 31.10.61 a Shloshim Evening was held in memory of the well- 
known Jewish writer who was the editor of the literary Yiddish maga­
zine “Heimish” published in Israel, the late Moshe Grossman.

At the evening an appraisal of his writings and devoted work 
for the Jewish cause was given. One of his essays was read.
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JUBILEE BANQUET

'On 10.12.01 a banquet to celebrate the 50th anniversary of the 
Kadimah took place at “Stanmark”. Nearly 400 people attended the 
function. In his opening address the Obairman of the Jubilee Committee 
Mr. S. Burstin paid tribute to the late pioneers and past presidents 
of the Kadimah: O. Kochi in, M. Zeltner, A. Bar-Kahan, A, Newmark, 
A. Patkin, I. Sher, A. Perl, B. Warszawski, J. Ginter, H. Hausey, p. 
•^oldhar, N. Suchowolski, M. Grosby, L. Zabinski.

The Vice-Chairman of the Jubilee Committee Mr. J. Rymer spoke 
on the achievements of the Kadimah in the past and of its tasks in 
the future.

After the representatives of all major Jewish institutions in Melb­
ourne greeted the Kadimah and greeting-telegrams and letters were 
read from all over the world, an artistic programme was presented 
by Messrs. S.G. Berkoff, D. Kleinman, Miss M. Rochlin and Mrs. 
F. Wilenski.

JUBILEE COMMITTEE

In connection with the 50th Anniversary of the Kadimah a Jubilee 
Committee was established which includes, in addition to the members 
of the Kadimah Committee, representatives of the following institu­
tions : Victorian Jewish Board of Deputies, Victorian State Zionist

JUBILEE FUND

Taking into consideration the financial difficulties of the Kadimah, 
the Jubilee Committee has decided to starts campaign for a Kadimah 
Jubilee Fund in order to free the Institution from its liabilities and 
to enable it to proceed wih its activities on a 'Sound financial basis.

The campaign for the Jubilee Fund started at the Jubilee Banquet 
and the collection on the spot brought in a consider,able sum. The
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campaign is still on and the Jubilee Committee appeals to the members 
and friends of the Kadimah to support this campaign warmly and fully 
so that the Institution could enter the second half of a century of its 
existence with confidence ^nd equipped with proper financial means.

3rd AUSTRALIAN JEWISH ALMANAC

The Kadimah intends to publish this year the 3rd Australian 
Jewish Almanac. Twenty years have passed since the 2nd Almanac 
was published and it is high time to issue a new one.

It is planned that the Alniianac should consist of four parts: the 
first one, devoted to the Kadimah, its history, significance etc.; the 
second part—a literary one, should include short stories and poems, 
written by our writers and poets; the third part should consist of 
essays on Jewish and general topics; the last part will contain greet­
ings to the 50th Anniversary of the Kadimah from institutions, firms 
and individuals.

These greetings, printed as advertisements should enable the issue 
of the book and an appeal is made to all institutions, firms and 
individuals to send in their greeting-advertisements as soon as 
I)ossible.

REPORT OF THE DAVID HERMAN THEATRE 
GROUP AT THE KADIMAH

Owing to a number of reasons the Group staged in the year under 
review only one play “Lucky Strike” by Michael Brett, translated 
by Mr. Ch. Rosenst^n, produced by Miss Rachel Holzer. The play 
was staged eight times.

At the end of the season the Group was busy preparing an Israeli 
comedy “I Like Mike,” produced by Mr. Jacob Waislitz, but due to 
some reasons the rehearsals of the play were cut short.

The Group also took part in the Kadimah’s Purim Concert on 
4/3/61.
