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51st Annual Report
Dear Members,

We have pleasure in presenting the Slsit Annual Report and 
Balance Sheet for the year 1962.

The main feature of the activities of our Institution in the 
year under review was the search for new forms for its cultural 
work. The outgoing Committee was of the opinion that a new type 
of function should be introduced in order to appeal to wider circles 
of our Community.

In connection with this, several meetings of Jewish pen-men 
and cultural workers were arranged and an appropriate programme 
of cultural activities was prepared.

As a result, some new functions took place: several evenings 
of “Word and Song”; a ’’Living Newspaper”; two discussion evenings 
and a function “What is your question?”

These functions met with the approval of many Kadimah mem­
bers and friends and it is hoped that, when continued, they will 
turn to be popular and successful cultural evenings.

The visit of Mr. Mendel Mann, a well-known Yiddish writer, 
revived our cultural life. His lectures on so'me aspects of Jewish 
life the world over, were colourful and instructive.

Also the visit of artist Devi Tuszyiiski contributed to our cultural 
life, helping to arouse 'a great deal of interest in Jewish art, especially 
miniature art.

Last year the 10th anniversary of the annihilation of Soviet 
Jewish writers Was marked by Jewish communities the world over. 
The Vic. Jewish Board of Deputies and the Kadimah marked this 
sad event by arranging a great Memorial Evening.

The position of the Jews in Soviet Russia is still tragic. There 
have not been essential changes there in regard to Jewish Culture. 
Except for “Sovietish Heimland”, no other Yiddish publications ap­
peared. Jewish education of any kind, does not exist at all. The 
attacks against the Jewish religion and Synagogues still go on.

On top of it, many Jews have been arrested and even shot as 
“speculators”. No doubt, this terrifies the Jewish population there and 
reminds it of the horrors of Stalin’s regime.

As the only way to lighten the burden of the Soviet Jews is 
by exerting pressure on the Soviet Government through public opinion 
of the free world, the delegates of the Kadimah to the Board of 
Deputies welcomed the move to have this matter raised in the UNO 
by the Australian Government.

The outgoing Committee considers raising the question of Soviet 
Jewry in UNO as a very important event which can eventually im­
prove the lot of the Soviet Jews.

The outgoing Committee has been following with anxiety the 
outbreak of anti-Semitic events in Argentina and Uruguay after the 
death-sentence on Adolf Eichmann was carried out, as well the anti- 
Semitic and racist propaganda by the Mosleys and Rockwells.
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The Kadimah Committee is convinced that the Jews, wherever 
they might be, will stand firmly against any anti-Semitic outbreaks 
and will never allow a repetition of a second Oswienoim.

It is of great importance that Jews all over the world check any 
outbreak of anti-Semitism, in whatever country it happens.

The problem of moving the Kadimah to a more central position 
has been frequently discussed by the outgoing Committee. A great 
bullding-activilty of Jewish day-schools, synagogues and communal 
centres has been going on in Melbourne for the last few years.

Now, a new Jewish cultural centre, of which the Kadimah would 
be a substantial part, is being strongly favoured by many members 
of our community, especially by circles of Eastern European origin. 
The idea of a new cultural centre should this year take a more 
concrete form and ways and means have to be found to make the 
idea a reality.

During the past year, intensive work has been done in gathering 
material for the 3rd Australian Jewish Almanac. A fund for 
publishing the Almanac has also partially been collected. The fund 
consists of greeting-advertisements to the 50th anniversary of the 
Kadimah. This fund has to be completed during this year in order 
to enable the issue of the book.

The Jubilee Fund, which was provided last year, improved the 
financial position of the Kadimah, but it still remains difficult. By 
the end of 1962 a Kadimah Month was arranged and a considerable 
sum collected. A great effort is necessary by all Kadimah members 
and friends in supporting the Institution, so it can carry on its activi­
ties for the benefit of our Community and Jewish life in general.

The Committee expresses its satisfaction with the work of the 
Librarian Mr. J. Dorenblat and the Caretaker Mr. W. J. Thomas.

MEMBERSHIP FLUCTUATION

At the last Annual General Meeting the Kadimah comprised 1170 
members; 7 members were enrolled during the year under review; 
16 members died; 24 members were eliminated from the present list 
as non-financial. Our membership at present consists of 1137 members.

LIBRARY

During the year under review our Library has grown by a further 
167 books. A sum of £256 has been spent on books.

The number of books read has decreased again (2252 in comparison 
with 2636 in 1961) due to the same reasons as in the previous years: 
the “migration” of the reaiders from northern to southern suburbs 
away from the Library, the lack of new Yiddish fiction of which 
readers are fond lamd T.V. which leaves little time for book-reading.

A great number of Yiddish books are bought by the readers. Many 
hundreds of Yiddish books have been sold recently in Melbourne.

The following figures show what the Yiddish readers of our 
Library have read during the year under review: fiction—1228; 
memoirs—321; about Jewish destruction in Europe (Ohurban literature) 
—^128; history—^102; travels—86; essays—70; literary magazines—49; 
folklore—^38; poetry—31; philosophy—10; science—5; dramatic works 
—^1; a total of 2060 books.

The total numiber of readers at present is 516, of whom 204 are 
active readers. During the year under review they read 2252 
books—2069 in Yiddish, 172 in English and 11 in Hebrew. The Library
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now consists of 8226 books—5294 in Yiddish, 2346 in English and 
586 in Hebrew.

The Libnary possesses a Department of Judaica in English on 
Jewish subjects and translations from Yiddish and Hebrew. This 
department is open to all and especially to Jewish youth interested 
in Jewish studies.

There is no need for youth to become member of the Kadimah 
in order to borrow books from the Library. A by-law of the Kadimah 
Committee allows youth to borrow books from the Library though 
not members of the Institution.

The Library is open every day from 7—9.30 p.m., except Tues­
days, Fridays and Saturdays and Jewish Holydays. The Library is 
also open on Sundays from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m.

CULTURAL ACTIVITIES

During the year under review the following functions were held: 
11 lectures, 3 various celebrations, 5 memorial evenings, 3 film nights, 
2 evenings of “Word and Song”, 2 di^ussion evenings, a Jubilee 
concert, a “Living Newspaper”, an evening “What is your 
question?”.

VISIT BY MENDEL MANN

Mendel Mann is one of the foremost Jewish writers of today. 
His books has been translated in many languages and his trilogy 
“From Moscow till Berlin”, “At the Vistula” and “The Fall of Berlin” 
is considered as one of the best novels of the Second World War and 
the participation of Jews in it.

Mr. Mann spent 7 weeks in Australia, of them over 6 weeks in 
Melbourne. He held 9 lectures, arranged by the Kadimah in various 
halls (see list of the Kadimah functions) and one lecture at Beth 
Weizmann at the invitation of the State Zionist Council He also 
delivered 2 lectures in Sydney. His lectures in Melbourne were 
attended by several thousand people.

Mr. Mann was invited by the Vic. Jewish Board of Deputies to 
one of its monthly meetings at which he was officially welcomed. 
Afterwards, Mr. Mann spPke briefly in Yiddish on Jewish life in 
the world and especially about the Jewish community centres in 
United States.
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Mr. Mann was also welcomed at several other functions: the 
“Poale Zion”, “Bund”, “Friends of the Hashorner Hatzair”, former 
partisans, and at many private functions.

During his visit many of his books were sold.
Mr. Mann’s visit refreshed our cultural life. His lectures, especially 

those held south of the Yarra, drew large crowds which usually do 
not come to Yiddish lectui'es. Thus, thanks to Mr. Mann, the influence 
of Yiddish expended to wider circles of our community.

SPECIAL FUNCTIONS

KADIMAH JUBILEE CONCERT

On 17.3.62 a Kadimah Jubilee Concert was arranged. It was the 
first function of the year. The evening was opened by the President 
Mr. J. Rymer. In his opening address Mr. Rymer outlined the 
programme of the Kadimah activities for the year.

The ibeans given at the Concert were of high quality and they 
left a very good impression on the large audience.

EVENING TO THE MEMORY OF PINCHAS GOLDHAR
TO HIS 15TH YAHRZEIT

On 1,4.62 an evening was arranged by the Kadimah and Lodzer 
Centre in connection with the 15th Yahrzeit of the late Pinchas 
Goldhar.

Messrs. H. Bergner, S. Burstin, J. Giligich and H. Muntz gave 
an appraisal of Goldhar’s literary work. Emphasis was made on his 
pioneering activities as first Yiddish writer in Australia.

The son of P. Goldhar, Mr. S. Goldhar told the audience of his 
reminiscences of his father and revealed that he is translating 
P. Goldhar’s wrtings into English. Mr. A. Braizblatt read one of 
pt Goldhar’s short stories.

MEMORIAL EVENING TO COMMEMORATE THE
19TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE WARSAW GHETTO REVOLT

As in the past, a Memorial Evening to commemorate the anni­
versary of the Waraaw Ghetto Revolt was arranged by the Vic. 
Jewish Board of Deputies and the Kadimah. The Memorial Evening 
took place on 29.4.62 (on the eve of 27th of Nissan) at the Melbourne 
Town Hall where over 2()(X) people were present.

The speakers paid tribute to the memory of the fighters of the 
Warsaw Ghetto Revolt and expressed their grief at the loss of the 
six million victims who gave their lives al Kaddish Ha’shem ve al 
Kiddish Ha’am. The “Hazomir” Choir took part in the evening 
rendering several appropriate songs.

EVENINGS OF “WORD AND SONG”
On 27.5.62 and 8.7.62 evenings of “Word and Song” were held.
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At the first evening Mr. J. Giligicii spoke on S. Etiniger, the Jewish 
writer whose comedy was staged 100 years ago; Mr. J. Sher read a 
humorous story and Yiddish and- Hebrew songs were sung under the 
direction of Mr. D. Kleinman and Mrs. F. Wilenski.

At the second evening Mr. J. Sperling gave an appraisal of 
Leon Uris’es book “Mila 18”; Mrs. L. Zuker, Messrs. J. Sher and 
S. Tigel read humorous stories. Again Yiddish and Hebrew songs 
were subg.

The evenings of “Word and Song” were successful functions, 
in which both elements — light and serious — were interwoven 
in an interesting and appropriate manner.

UNITED ISRAEL APPEAL

In keeping with tradition, the Kadimah participated in the 
United Israel Appeal last year by arranging a function in con­
junction with the organisations and institutions active in the northern 
suburbs. The function took place at the Kadimah on lO.d.62. Kabbi 
Dr. I. Rabinowitz was guest-speaker and Dorothy Livio guest-artist. 
A lalrge sum of money was raised at the evening.

WELCOME EVENING TO DEVI TUSZYNSKI

On 17.6.162 an evening in honour of the artist Devi Tuszynski, 
who came from Paris to visit Australia, took place at the Kadimah.

Messrs. H. Bergner, S. Burstin, H. Muntz, J. Rymer, G. Shaiak, 
J. Sperling and Miss R. Holzer greeted the guest-artist and spoke 
of his art. They pointed out that in miniature-art Mr. Tuszynski 
has his own style, which is predominantly Jewish, yet at the same 
time universal.

Yiddish and Hebtew songs were sung under the direction of 
Mrs. R. Levita and Miss M. Rochlin.

RUBIN SWIATLO SHLOSHIM EVENING

On 29.7.62 a Shloshim Evening to the memory of the late 
R. Swiatlo was held. The evening was arranged by the Kadimah, 
Warsaw Centre, David Herman Theatre Group, Zelechower and 
French-Belgian Landsmansh’aften.

Messrs. S. Burstin, A. Nagel, S. Richeter, Senaki, J. Sperling, 
Ch. Taylor and S. Tigel spoke of the late Mr. Swiatlo, underlining 
his merits as a singer. He died with song on his lips.

The Warsaw Centre announced that a Song Festival would be 
arranged every year in the name of R. Swiatlo, and two prizes: 
one of 50 guineas and one of 25 guineas would be awarded to the 
best singers.

Cantor A. Adler recited “El Mole Rachamim” and Mrs. P. 
Grynbaum read a poem dedicated to R. Swiatlo. Rabbi Dr. I. Ralpaport 
read prayers.

“LIVING NEWSPAPER”

On 12.8.62 a “Living Newspaper” was conducted. In a foreword 
Mr. L. Freedman pointed out that the “Paper” is an open forum 
for those who have something to say about the mattiy problems of 
Jewish and general life here and overseas. The main aim of the
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‘■‘Newspaper” is to arouse the Jewish writers and cultural workers 
and through them our Oommunity.

The leading article was devoted to anti-Semitic events in 
Argentina and Uruguay, and concluded that under no circumstances 
will the Jews allow a repetition of Oswiencim. Organised resistance 
will face oppressors everywhere.

The following contributed to the “Newspaper” with articles, short

MORRIS ROSENFELD EVENING

In connection with the lOOth birthday of the famous poet, the 
late Morris Rosenfeld, an evening dedicated to his memory took 
place on 19.8.62.

Alessrs. H. Bergner, J. Oiligich '^d B. Ezrowicz reviewed 
M. Rosenfeld’s literary activities. Pupils of J. L. Peretz — and 
Sholem Aleichem schools recited some of his poems.

I. KAHAN’S LECTURE ON ERNEST HEMINGWAY

In connection with the 1st anniversary of the death of the 
writer and Nobel Prize winner Ernest Hemingway, a lecture was 
given by Mr. I. K’ahan on 26.8.62.

I. Kahan gave a profound analysis of Hemingway’s literary works, 
starting from his major books “The Sun Also Rises” and “Farewell 
to Arms” and finishing with his crowning-story “The Old Man and 
the Sea”. The lecturer succeeded in bringing out the personality of 
Ernest Hemingway — a great writer and a legendary figure in his 
own lifetime. Although he loved life and made use of it to the 
utmost, he was always lonely. His tragedy was emphasized by 
his suicide.

DISCUSSION EVENINGS

On 2.9.62 a discussion evening on “Cultural and Ideological Crisis 
of Our Time” took place. Mr. L. Freedman gave a lengthy introductiOiU. 
The following took part in the discussion: Messrs. S. Burstin, 
O. Rapaport, H. Ringelblum ahd Zilberstein.

The evening revealed the seriousness and complications of the 
problem under discussion. It would be necessary to return to this 
question in the future.

On 2.12.62 a second discussion evening was held. The discussion 
was on the performance “Back Lane Centre”, staged by the David 
Herman Theatre Group.

An initroductiom to the discussion was given by Messrs). H. 
Bergner and L. Freedman. They pointed out that the author of the 
play, Eiliahu Gilner tried to portray in it the Jewish life of today 
and, especially, the tragedy of the Jewish intellectuals in the environ­
ment of the immigration countries. The play warns that something 
is wrong in the social life of our community.

Meslsrs. S. Migdalek, S. Tigel, Reichstein, J. Waislitz, M. Wilenski. 
H. Zuker, Mrs. R. Beker and Mrs. P. Bosenberg took part in the 
discussion.

In the second pairt of the evening Yiddish and Hebrew songs
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were sung under the direction of Mr. U. Kleinman and Mrs. Frida 
Wilenski.

It was the final function of the Kadimah for 1962 and on this 
occasion Mr. J. Rymer thanked all those w'ho helped to arrange the 
Kadima'h functions during the year.

EVENING TO THE MEMORY OF THE ANNIHILATED 
SOVIET JEWISH WRITERS

In connection with the 10th anniversary of the annihilated Soviet 
Jewish writers, a Memorial Evening took place at Coppiii Hall on 
9.9.62. The evening was organised by the Vic. Jewish Board of 
Deputies and the Kadimah.

At the opening of the evening Chopin’s Funeral March was 
played. Messrs. M. Ashkanasy, I. Kahan, I. Leibler, S. Marantz, 
B. Patkin, J. Sperling and B. Winer spoke of the annihilated 
Jewish writers and on many problems of Jewish life in Soviet Russia.

A resolution was' passed unanimously expressing protest and 
indignation In connection with the suppression of Jewish culture 
and religion and the numerous arrests and shooting of Jews as 
“blackmarketeers” in Soviet Russia.

Greetings were sent to the Soviet Jews and assurances that 
they will not be forgotten by their brothers in the free world.

EVENING “WHAT IS YOUR QUESTION?”

On 16.9.62 an evening “What is your question?” took place. It 
was the first evening in Melbourne of this kind conducted in Yiddish. 
The panel consisted of Messrs. J. Giligich, S. Goldstein, Dr. H. Ruskin 
and Dr, M. Verstandig.

The questions asked' were very interesting and the answers 
objective and instructive.

The audience and the panel expressed their satisfaction with the 
evening and recommended that more functions of this kind be 
arranged in the future.

ALICK MUSHIN MEMORIAL EVENING

On 18.12.62 an evening was held to the memory of the late 
Alick Mushin. Dr. M. Davis and Messrs. Y, Honig, J. Okno, J. Rymer, 
J. Tripovitch M.L.C. and S. Wynn addressed the gathering, stress­
ing that Alick Mushin was a wonderful main, a good friend, an 
arden social worker and a man of high culture.

They recalled his devoted work for the Kadimah, the Hebrew 
University, his fight against anti-Semitism and his work for the 
benefit of the Jewish community and for Australian cultural and 
general life.

It was announced that the Kadimah has decided to hang a 
portrait of the late Alick Mushin in the Kadimah Hall.

FINANCES

The income from the subscription last year was somewhat larger 
than in the previous year (£1240 against £1196 in 1961). The main 
reason for this was the increase of the membership fee from £2.2.0 
to £3.3.0 for men and from £1.1.0 to £1.10.0 for women, approved
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at the general Meeting last March.
The income from hall-hire fell again from £598 in 1961 to £401 

in 1962 mainly because of the inactivity of the Theatre Group.
A Jubilee Fund of nearly £3000 has been collected. This has 

enabled to free the Institution partially from its liabilities, but in 
spite of it, the financial position of the Kadimah is still difficult.

The previous methods of fund-raising through bazaars, dance­
evenings etc, appeared to be less successful than they used to be 
and the outgoing Committee has been forced to look to new avenues 
of fund-raising. One of them is the Kadimah Month which has been 
introduced in recent years.

Thanks to the efforts of the Committee members the Kadimah 
Month brought in an amount of over £700 last year. (The Balance 
Sheet does not show this sum las it came in after 1.9.62).

Last year an amount of £1164 came from the estate of the late 
Natan Ginter. It is the first time that such a large sum has been 
left to the Kadimaiih in a will. A special campaign should be launched 
urging members and friends of the Kadimah to leave more money 
for our Institution in their wills.

The sum from the Natan Ginter Estate was banked in a special 
account as a fund for special purposes.

Greater effort by all members and friends is needed to secure 
the financial position of the Kadimah in order to enable it to 
proceed with its activities.

REPORT OF THE DAVH) HERMAN THEATRE GROUP 
AT THE KADIMAH

The staging of A. Gilner’s play “Back Lane Centre” last year 
proved that there is a great theatre audience in Melbourne which is 
eager to see a good Yiddish play.

The play “Back Lane Centre”, produced by Mr. Jacob Waislitz, 
with the participation of Miss Rachel Holzer, was staged 10 times 
and was attended by nearly 2,500 people.
