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54th Annual Report
Dear Members,

We have pleasure in presenting the 54th Annual Report and 
Balance Sheet for the year 1965.

In the year under review, the Kadimah was mainly concerned 
with raising funds and preparations for the erection of the new Cul­
tural Centre.

Last March, an appeal was launched together with the Landsman- 
shaftn. Dr. Berl Frymer of Israel was invited to conduct the appeal, 
and 15 appeal-gatherings were arranged. They have brought in over 
£33,000 in pledges. i

The outgoing Committee searched for a considerable period for 
a suitable site to erect the Centre. At last, a site in Herbert St., St. 
Kilda was chosen, but the Jewish Welfare Society bought the block 
of land to build flats for elderly people. The Welfare Society was 
willing to transfer the land to the Kadimah if a permit to erect on 
it a Cultural Centre could be granted.

Unfortunately, the Kadimah was not able to obtain the permit, 
in the few months, which the Welfare Society was willing to wait, 
and a new site had to be found.

A block of land in Alma Rd., St. Kilda was picked up for the 
above purpose, but in the meantime the State Zionist Council 
approached the Kadimah with a proposition to build a joint Communal 
Centre on the site of Beth Weizmann. As the outgoing Committee 
couldn’t reach a unanimous decision on the matter, an Extraordinary 
Meeting of the members was called to decide upon it.

At the Meeting, which took place on November 23rd, two resolu­
tions were discussed first — to ratify the agreement with the Federa­
tions of the Landsmanshaftn for building a joint Centre; the second 
one — to authorise the Committee to come to an agreement with 
the State Zionist Council for the purpose of building the Cultural 
Centre on the site of Beth Weizmann.

190 members voted in favour of the first resolution and 86 
against it. As it did not command the required majority of 75% votes, 
it was not adopted.

The second resolution was defeated by 171 votes against 112, 
thus the majority of the members at the meeting was against building 
the Cultural Centre on the site of Beth Weizmann together with the 
State Zionist Council.

It is 8 years since the Kadimah decided to build new premises, 
but the realization of the project is still not in sight.
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The visit of Dr. Berl Frymer last March and April did not confine 
to the appeal only. He gave a series of lectures which were of great 
value to our cultural life here (see further for details).

A great event in the activities of the Kadimah in the year under 
review was the visit of the two artists Shimon Dzigan and Kochava 
Harari of Israel. The Kadimah took a great financial and organisa­
tional risk in inviting the two guest-artists, but the success of their 
visit surpassed all expectations.

Their performances together with some members of the Theatre 
Group attracted thousands of people, many of whom very seldom 
patronise Yiddish theatre. Thus their visit has strengthened the 
position of Yiddish theatre and Jewish culture in general in our Com­
munity (see further for details).

Last year, the 50th anniversary of the passing of one of the found­
ers of the modern Yiddish literature—I. J. Peretz—was marked by 
arranging an evening and an exhibition (see further for details).

The work on the third Australian Jewish Almanac proceeded last 
year and it is hoped that the Almanac will be published soon.

At the last Annual General Meeting, a new Memorandum was 
adopted for the Kadimah and its name was changed to “Jewish 
Cultural Centre and National Library Kadimah”.

MEMBERSHIP FLUCTUATION
At the last Annual General Meeting the Kadimah comprised 1035 

members; 22 members were enrolled during the year under review; 
20 members died; 23 were eliminated from the present list as non- 
financial. Our membership at present consists of 1014 members.

LIBRARY
During the year under review our Library has grown by further 

102 books. The Library now consists of 8578 books — 5620 in Yid­
dish, 2367 in English and 591 in Hebrew.

In the previous years the number of books read decreased every 
year due mainly to the “migration” of the readers from northern to 
southern suburbs, away from the Library. The last year the number 
of books read was almost the same as in the previous year (1215 in 
comparison with 1241 in 1964).

The following figures show what the Yiddish readers of our 
Library read during the last year: fiction — 681, memoirs — 193, Jewish 
destruction in Europe (Churban literature)) — 78, essays — 50, history 
— 45, travel — 48- religion and philosophy — 26, folklore — 17, literary 
magazines — 18; poetry — 5; science — 4, art — 2, dramatic works — 
1; a total of 1168 books.

The number of active readers is now 130. The Library is open 
three times during the week: Sunday from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m., Monday 
and Wednesday from 7.30 to 9.30 p.m.
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CULTURAL ACTIVITIES

9 individual lectures, 1 collective lecture, 9 performances, 2 welcome 
and 2 farewell evenings, 2 memorial evenings, 2 evenings to mark 
publication of books by local Jewish writers, 1.

VISIT BY DR. BERL FRYMER

Dr. Berl Frymer is head of the Histadrut’s Cultural Department
in Tel-Aviv. He is a member of the Central Committee of the
Mapai and of the Jewish Agency,

He has been in Israel since 1952, and before that lived for 12
years in the United States where he occupied the position of the
General Secretary of the Poale Zion. He had visited almost all Jewish 
communities in the world and the Soviet Union.

Although the main purpose of his visit here was to conduct the 
appeal for the new Cultural Centre — a task which he completed to 
the full satisfaction of the appeal organizers, he also delivered 5 lec­
tures, arranged by the Kadimah and the Landsmanshaftn (see the 
list of Kadimah functions) one lecture, arranged by the State Zionist 
Council, and one lecture in Hebrew at invitation of Brit Ivrit Olamit.

H€ addressed the Vic. Jewish Board of Deputies in Yiddish after 
he was welcomed by its President at one of its meetings.

Although an ardent Zionist and an adherent of Hebrew- he 
stressed on all occasions the important part which Yiddish plays in 
maintaining Jewish life, especially in the Diaspora. He pointed out 
that where Yiddish is a living language, Jewish life flourishes.

His short visit was a continuation of the worthy work the 
Kadimah has been doing in the past 10 years by bringing lecturers 
from overseas in order to strengthen and to revive our cultural life 
here.
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VISIT BY SHIMON DZIGAN AND 
KOCHAVA HARARI

Shimon Drigan is one of the last great Jewish artists of pre-war 
Poland. He started his theatrical career in Lodz in the Dramatic Studio 
of M. Broderson. Later he was one of the leading artists of the 
revue theatre “Ararat” together with late Israel Schumacher. He 
has spent over 35 years on the stage and for the last 15 years has 
directed his own Yiddish Satire Theatre in Israel.

Kochava Harari is a young Israeli singer. She was bom in Yemen, 
but obtained her general and musical education in Israel. She has 
made a name for herself singing Hebrew, Yemenite and Yiddish songs.

Shimon Dzigan and Kochava Harari stayed in Australia 9 weeks 
and gave 9 performances in Melbourne, 3 in Sydney, and 2 in Surfers 
Paradise. Kochava Harari appeared twice on T.V.

Their performances in Melbourne, arranged by the Kadimah and 
the David Herman Theatre Group, were attended by almost 8,000 
people. The programmes were pre-arranged by Mr. Dzigan in Israel 
and could not be changed, although the Kadimah and the Theatre 
Group wanted to make some changes.

Because of the short time, in which the performances had to be 
prepared, they had to remain as they were previously arranged.

Nevertheless the sharp satire on Jewish life in the Diaspora, as 
well in Israel, was well received by the large audiences.

The main achievements of their visit were the thousands of 
spectators who came to see a Yiddish revue. Thus the visit served 
as an awakening campaign for Yiddish and for the Jewish culture.

SPECIAL FUNCTIONS
FEIGA BURSTIN COMMEMORATION EVENING

On 21-2-65 an evening to the memory of the late Feiga Burstin, 
who died on 10-12-64, took place at the Kadimah. The evening was 
arranged by the Kadimah, I. L. Peretz School and the “Bund”.

Messrs. L. Freedman, J. Giligich, J. Rymer and B. Wiener paid 
tribute to the memory of the quiet and modest lady who did such a 
lot to further Jewish life here. Together with her husband, Mr. S. 
Burstin, she helped lay the foundation of a free, secular Jewish life 
in our Community.

She helped to create the 1. L. Peretz School and worked for the 
Jewish Welfare Society. She helped everybody she knew was in need, 
in a subtle, gentle way. She will be remembered as a good hearted 
lady, a kind mother and wife, and a trustworthy worker.

It was announced on the evening that Mr. S. Burstin and his 
sons will sponsor a book, written by Herz Bergner and dedicated to 
the memory of Feiga Burstin.

COMMEMORATION SERVICE AT THE MONUMENT 
TO THE MEMORY OF THE MARTYRS

On 25-4-65, a special Commemoration Service was held at the 
Monument to the memory of the Martyrs at Carlton Cemetery. The

as well as the prayers, conducted by Rev. A. Sternfein, left a strong 
impression on the large gathering.

MEMORIAL EVENING TO COMMEMORATE THE 
22ND ANNIVERSARY OF THE WARSAW GHETTO REVOLT

On 28-4-65 (eve of the 27th Nissan), a Memorial Evening to com­
memorate the 22nd anniversary of the Warsaw Ghetto Revolt was 
arranged at the Melbourne Town Hall by the Vic. Jewish Board of 
Deputies and the Kadimah in association with Vic. State Zionist 
Council, Federation of the Landsmanshaftn, former Concentration 
Camp Inmates, Vic. Association of Jewish Ex-Servicemen, Association 
of Vic. Jewish Youth, B’nai B’rith, Orthodox and Liberal Congregations.

President of the Executive Council of Australian Jewry Mr. S. D. 
Einfeld, the Acting President of the Vic. Jew. Board of Deputies, Mr. 
N. Beller, Dr. M. Verstandig, Mr. B. Winer and Mrs. F. Grinbaum paid 
tribute to the memory of the fighters of the Warsaw Ghetto Revolt and 
of all other areas of resistance and expressed grief at the loss of the 
six million victims who gave their lives al Kiddush Ha’Shem ve-al 
Kiddush Ha’am.

Cantor A. Adler made an “El Mole Rachamim”. The David Herman 
Theatre Group presented a selection of appropriate songs and recita­
tions. Shulamit Loebenstein, a student of Mt. Scopus College, recited 
a chapter from Yitzhok Katzenelson’s poem “The Song of the Murdered 
Jewish People”.

Many youngsters were present. For the first time a group of 
students from Mt. Scopus College attended the Memorial Evening.

EVENING TO MARK THE 50TH ANNIVERSARY
OF THE DEATH OF I. L. PERETZ

On 23-5-65, an evening was arranged to mark the 50th anniversary 
of the passing of the great writer and poet — I. L. Peretz. Over two 
hundred people were present.

Mr. I. Kahan gave an appraisal of I. L. Peretz’s writings and spoke 
of his magnetic personality, artistic power and unusual intellect. His 
personality and writing strongly impressed the generation of his time 
and helped to create the Jewish cultural renaissance at the end of the 
last and at the beginning of this century.

The chairman of the evening, Mr. J. Sperling, pointed out that 
even today the works of I. L. Peretz are a source of inspiration to us.

Mr. M. Potashinski recited extracts from I. L. Peretz’s “The Old 
Market at Night” and I. L. Peretz School pupil, Mark Medownik, 
recited the poem “Two Brothers”.

An impressive I. L. Peretz Exhibition was arranged by Messrs. 
B. Ezrowicz and S. Tigel. The exhibition displayed books by 1. L. 
Peretz, issued in many countries and in various times, translations of 
his works, paintings and art-albums, inspired by his writings, essays 
about I. L. Peretz and wall newspaper by the pupils of I. L. Peretz 
School,
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EVENING DEVOTED TO I. KAHAN’S BOOK
“SPARK AND FLAMES”

On 27-6-65, an evening was arranged in honour of Mr. 1. Kahan in 
connection with the appearance of his first book of essays “Spark and 
Flames”. The evening was attended by a large crowd.

Messrs. H. Bergner, J. Kersh and J. Rymer gave an appraisal of 
the book. They pointed out that it deals with many problems, espe­
cially with the struggle of the national conscience with the assimila­
tion. The author hopes that in the end, the national conscience will win.

An appraisal of the book by Mr. D. B. Malkin was also heard. 
This was taken on a tape during Mr. Kahan’s visit to Israel. Mr. 
Malkin said that I. Kahan sets sparks into flames of hope for a better 
and more beautiful world.

Mr. J. Levin read an essay from the book, Mr. D. Kleinman and 
Mrs. M. Zylberman sang Yiddish songs.

EVENING TO MARK THE PUBLICATION OF 
HERZ BERGNER’S BOOK OF SHORT STORIES

On 12-12-65, an evening was held to mark the publication by Herz 
Bergner of a book of short stories “Vu Der Ernes Shteit Ein”.

Messrs. L. Freedman, I. Kahan, J. Kersh and J. Rymer spoke 
warmly of the book and pointed out that it is already Bergner’s third 
book on Jewish life in Australia.

There is in the book a true insight of Jewish individual in our 
Community with his many problems and struggles. Some of the stories 
concern themselves with the old and new Jewish generations and the 
differences which arise between them. There is a fine humor and satire 
in the book.

Mr. Ph. Block spoke on behalf of the H. Bergner Book Committee. 
Miss Rachel Holzer recited one of the short stories.

On the occasion, the first anniversary of the passing of the late 
Feiga Burstin was marked, as the book which was published thanks 
to the financial help of Mr. S. Burstin and his sons, was dedicated to 
her memory.

FINANCES

The income from subscriptions last year decreased again from 
£999 in 1964 to £805 in 1965 as many subscriptions are still due. 
Instead, the income from hire of the hall increased from £501 in 1964 
to £660 in 1965, due mainly to the increased activities of the theatre 
group.

£1,000 came from the estate of the late R. Rothberg. The sum was 
put in Bank on a special account as a fixed deposit.

There was neither “Kadimah Month” nor “Kadimah Evening” last 
year. The performances of S. Dzigan brought in the amount which the 
Institution usualy collects during the Kadimah Month. This has en­
abled the Kadimah to proceed with its work.
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In connection with the introduction of the Australian decimal cur­
rency and in order to give a larger number of people the opportunity 
to become members of the Kadimah, the outgoing Committee is com­
ing to the Annual General Meeting with a proposal to alter the annual 
subscription to $5 for men and $2.50 for women.

The Theatre Group was a partner in bringing here for a number of 
performances the noted Jewish artist Shimon Dzigan and the Israeli 
singer Kochava Harari. The Group put a lot of energy and work in 
organising and helping to stage their performances in Melbourne, 
Sydney and Surfers Paradise.

As in previous years, a concert was given by the Group at the 
Montefiore Home.

The Group arranged a gathering in conjunction with the Jewish 
writers in connection with the appeal for the Jewish Cultural Centre. 
At the gathering, a large sum was raised.

The Group twice met Mr. & Mrs. S. Dzigan and Mrs. Kochava 
Harari at special arranged parties and farewelled its member Mr. J. 
Lewin prior to his departure for Los Angeles to settle there.

The Group Committee had many meetings and a plan for future 
activities was worked out. Contact was made with a youth-group and a 
musical group. Both groups want to join the Theatre Group.
