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64th ANNUAL REPORT

The Jewish National Library and Cultural Centre — 
“Kadimah” concludes the year under review considerably in 
credit, so far as its cultural activities are concerned.

A number of bold innovations attempted by the outgo­
ing committee proved most successful, and once again de­
monstrated the importance of Jewish cultural life in our 
comrrxtmity.

This was particularly evident in the large attendances to 
hear the ten lectures delivered by Professor Arthur Lermer 
of Canada, who spent six weeks in Melbourne as a guest and 
at the invitation of the “Kadimah”.

Also a huge success were the concerts presented by the 
world-renowned comedian S. Dzigan, also featuring Israeli 
songstress Kochava Harari, and with able assistance from 
the David Herman Theatre. The concerts were seen by a 
record-breaking 3,400 theatre-goers.

Towards the end of 1975, the “Kadimah” published the 
first issue of “The Melbourne Chronicle’’ which was extremely 
well received. The second issue has also been published, and 
the third one will be released shortly.

During the year under review, the “Kadimah” reacted 
strongly against the various political and social events which 
affected Jewish life both in Israel and in Australia.

In May, a well attended open meeting was held to pro­
test against the granting of visas to members of the P.L.O. 
Both the then Labor Minister, Gordon Bryant, and Liberal 
spokesman Ian Macphee addressed the meeting, as did many 
prominent local Jewish leaders. The resolution unanimously 
adopted by the meeting was forwarded to the then Minister 
for Foreign Affairs, Senator Willesee, whose reply is repro­
duced in full elsewhere in this Report.

The “Kadimah” committee is in regular contact with the 
organizers of the World Conference for Yiddish Culture, which 
is scheduled to take place in Israel in August of this year, and 
is preparing to take an active role in the Conference.

A number of activities relating to the proposed Confe­
rence have taken place in recent weeks in Conjunction with 
the visit of Mr. I. Korn, Chairman of the Organising Com­
mittee for the Conference in Jerusalem.
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PRAHRAN COLLEGE 
CULTURAL ACTIVITIES

During the year under review, sixty functions were held, 
including the ten lectures of Professor A. Lermer referred to 
earlier.

Mr. I. Kahn delivered a lecture on the occasion of the 
60th Anniversary of the death of the writer I. L. Peretz.

Rabbi Dr. M. Rosen chief Rabbi of Romania, spoke about 
Jewish life in his country.

Mr. A. Stuchinski lectured about the Current situation in 
Israel.

An interesting report on his trip to Israel, illustrated by 
slides, Wcis presented by Rabbi Dt. I. Rappaport.

Mr. I. M. Levin farewelled the Israeli poet I. Papiernikow, 
who sperxt a considerable time in Melbourne. At the same 
function, Messrs. A. Zukiert and A. Braizblatt paid tribute to 
the work of local personality Mr. H. Munz.

Especially successful were the family evenings organized 
by the Committee to both open and conclude the cultural 
activities of the year.

Jewish Immigrants from the Soviet Union
Most gratifying was the participation of a number of 

recently arrived immigrants from the Soviet Union. Efforts 
are being made to assist and encourage the further participa­
tion and activities of these migrants. It is interesting to note 
that their Jewish cultural awareness is now coming to the 
surface. On the other hand, they are naturally faced with the 
usual economic, as well as social and other problems, which 
confront all migrants who are uprooted from their former 
homes and have to start to build a new life. The Kadimah 
Committee is ready to provide all possible assistance to help 
to alleviate these problems.

YOUTH ACTIVITIES
Although the year under review was not as active as was 

hoped,, there were nevertheless many appearances by mem­
bers of the Melbourne Yiddish Troup at various functions 
organised by the Kadimah.

Currently, the Melbourne Youth Troup is rehearsing a 
play to be presented in June.
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As in the past two years, the Kadimah has given further 
support to the Jewish studies conducted by the Prahran Col­
lege. A letter from the College is reproduced on page 9.

JEWISH RADIO PROGRAM
The efforts of the Kadimah were the main factors in 

obtaining the program now presented fortnightly on Station 
3ZZ.

This has been a new but successful field of activity, and 
the program has now been heard for six months. Special 
recognition and thanks must go to Mr. Yasha Sher, whose 
untiring efforts have made the venture so successful.

The program goes to air every second Monday at 9.30 
p.m. on 1220 Khz, and is repeated the following morning 
at 9.30.

Shortly, a new weekly Jewish program will be presented 
on Station 3EA (1 120 Khz) to be heard on Sundays at 
1 0.00 a.m.

REPORT OF THE DAVID HERMAN THEATRE

The 1975 theatre season was intensive, productive and 
a very successful one.

The season opened with Sholem Aleichem’s comedy — 
“Shver Tzu Zayn A Yid”, directed by Mr. Yasha Sher and 
featuring Miss Rachel Holzer. The play was presented seven 
times in Melbourne (including one matinee for youth) and 
once in Sydney, and was seen by a total of 2,500 theatre 
goers.

Extremely successful were the concerts presented by 
popular Israeli comedian S. Dzigan, also featuring Israeli 
singer Kochava Harari. In the two separate programs pre­
sented, members of the David Herman Theatre also ably 
participated.

The first program “Vu Zaynen Mayne Zibn Gute Yor” 
was presented four times in Melbourne and once in Sydney, 
the second program (“Az Men Lebt, Derlebt Men’’) — 
three times in Melbourne.

All concerts, save for the two premieres held at the
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Dallas Brooks Hal and Comedy Theatre respectively, were 
presented at the Kadimah, and seen by over 3,500 people.

The David Herman Theatre also took part in a large 
number of functions held by the Kadimah — amongst them 
the Peretz evening, the evenings held to open and close the 
cultural season, and so on.

Members of the David Herman Theatre have also played 
an active role organizing and presenting the Yiddish segment 
of the radio program heard on Access Radio 3ZZ.

The plans for the 19 76 season are indeed impressive. 
Two larger functions are being prepared — Sixty years after 
Sholem Aleichem, and One hundred years of Yiddish 
Theatre. To assist in these, the David Herman Theatre has 
brought to Melbourne from Poland world famous director 
Jacob Rotbaum.

In the latter part of the 1976 season, a play will also be 
presented.

During the year under review, the Committee of the 
David Herman Theatrie held many meetings, as well as 
organising family evenings, and meetings with a variety of 
overseas artists.

The present committee consists of: 1. Sher (President), 
L. Zuker (Vice-President), R. Levita (Treasurer), S. Tigel 
(Secretary), T. Ginter, 1. Milchman, M.. Ceprow and M. 
Fayntuch.

THE *‘HAZOMIR” CHOIR

The Hazomir Choir has enjoyed a fruitful year’s work. 
Some fifty members meet regularly at the Toorak Synagogue. 
The year saw a change in directorship; Adrian Bartok took 
over from Ben Segaloff. Accompaniment was provided by 
Miriam Rochlin.

Performances were held at Amy Monash House, Monte- 
fiore Homes and at the Ghetto Commemoration. A, highlight 
of the year’s work was the choir’s participation in the Festival 
of Nations, where ethnic groups displayed their native arts. 
The choir also gave its annual concert in the Kadimah theatre.

Soloists from the choir also took part in various pro­
grams organized by the Kadimah and other institution and 
organizations, as well as the Yiddish half-hour on the radio 
station yLTL. Amongst them were Sylvia Portek, Rachel Po-
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demski, Rosa and Danny Kleiman, M. Moshel and Adrian 
Bartok, with the accompaniment of Miriam Rochlin.

In memory of Boruch Kalushiner, and his tireless work 
with the choir, a Committee was formed to enshrine his name. 
It was decided to award scholarships based on a competition 
of songs and recitals. Many contestants attended the first 
competition, and it was considered a successful one.

The choir’s enthusiasm, is due to the willingness and tire­
less enthusiasm by the members of the collective as well as 
of the president Chaim Goldberg, the committee, the director 
and, again) Miriam Rochlin.

REPORT OF THE CHESS CLUB
The Chess Club has 25 members. It meets on Saturdays, 

Sundays and all public holidays from 2-7 p.m.
The president, Mr. M. Topial, is attempting to enlarge 

the club’s activities by engaging in inter-club and inter-state 
competition.

The Annual General Meeting of the Jewish Cultural 

Centre and National Library — “Kadimah”, and a Public 
Rally held on Sunday 25th May, 1975 unanimously resolved
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to condemn the decision of the Australian Government to 
grant an entry permit for a visit by a prominent leader of 
the Palestine Liberation Organization.

We strongly protest at the action of the Australian 
Government in its capitulation to the killers of innocent men, 
women and children, which once and for all destroys the 
myth of ‘‘even-handedness”.

Whilst we would be last to seek barriers to free speech 
and an interchange O(f views through normal and correct 
channels, we cannot see how dialogue with self professed 
murderers can have any result other than recognition of the 
demand of the P.L.O. to destroy the State of Israel.

Australia has historically been kept free of the divisions 
caused by visits of this kind, and we believe that it should 
remain so.

We demand that the Australian Government rescind 
its decision, and revert to the original policy not to grant 
visas to terrorists.

The Government believes that the Australian people are 
entitled to hear the views of all parties involved in the Middle 
East dispute, and it is on this basis, that /it agreed to a visit 
by Mr. El Surani, who was designated by the Arab League 
as its representative for this purpose.
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The Australian Government does not approve or con­
done the use of violence in the Middle East. It has publicly 
condemned and deplored this on a number of occasions.

As you will be aware, intending visitors to Australia must 
comply with normal visa requirements before visas are issued.
