Jewish communities all over the world are vitally interested 
in the z peace negetietions hetnesn Israel and
its Arab neighbours, particularly Egypt. This problem was 
reflected in various forms of the ’’Kadimah” activities in the past 
ye-^"’'’, M'" " ’’^senkrantz end Dr. M, Verstandig gave lectures on 
chis topic etc. tvaaiman functions, a number of articles were 
published la \jul magazine ’’Melbourne Chronicle”, and detailed 
information and comments are given regularly on our Radio 
Programmes.

Another matter of great importance was the situation of Soviet 
Jewry. Two meetings were devoted to that question, the first 
meeting with the participation of well known activist and 
dissident Victf^r Feinberg, who spoke on the subject of ’’Abuse of 
Psychiatric treatment in Soviet hospitals and prisons”. The 
second meeting included Professor Alex Voronel who came to 
Australia as an expert witness before the Australian Parliamentary. 
Committee on Anti-humanitarian treatment towards National 
minorities and Jews in particular.

During the period under review, the Kadimah held over 100 
functions of various kinds, including lectures, theatre plays 
and film evenings. We were hosts to a number of

OVERSEAS VISITORS
commencing with the famous singer Micha Alexandrovich, who 

concluded his successful tour on the 27th March, 1977. His 
concerts had great appeal to lovers of classical music, Jewish 
and particularly cantorial songs. Shortly afterwards, in May, 
we welcomed the well known Israeli artist-entertainer Mike Burst in 
who was very successful in his appearances at the Palais theatre 
as well as at the Kadimah. Of particular interest was his 
popularity among young people.

Two Soviet artists, who arrived here from Israel, singer 
Ethel Kovenski and Pianist-composer Lev Kagan, were here in 
August and gave 6 concerts in Melbourne, 2 in Sydney and 1 in 
Surfers* Paradise. Their varied programme included many new 
songs, and was very well received.

Last but not least was the concert by two Sydney Cantors - 
folk singers Simon Forkas and John Glick.

CULTURAL ACTIVITIES

During the year under review there were three evenings devoted 
to the publication of new books. The first evening concerned the 
release of the book - ’’Defiance” (Der Opgot In Payer) by 
Mr. G. Shaiak, Appraisals were given by Messrs. R. Havin, 
L. Fridman and Dr. M. Verstandig. Mrs. R. Podemski and 
Mr. M. Eichenbaum rendered suitable songs, composed by the author.



Well known literary critic and writer Mr. Yitzhak Kahn 
recently published his third book,-"Chatsiwith Australian 
Writers". A large audience came to’celebrate this event. 
An appraisal was given by Mr. I.M. Lewin, and an excerpt from 
an essay by Chava Rosenfarb that was published in the 
"Goldeneh Keyt" was read. The artistic programme comprised 
R. Podemski, Abraham Hershman, Danielle Gryfenberg-Charag, 
Yasha Sher and David Ringelblum.

The very active group "Boruch Kalushiner Memorial Committee" 
published a book of songs and musical compositions by the late 
conductor of the Hazomir Choir and beloved music teacher. An 
evening to mark the publication of this work was arranged in 
conjunction with the Kadimah. The book is without doubt a 
valuable contribution to Jewish music.

Two "OPEN FORUMS" were arranged at which, in addition to 
the abovementioned Mr. Rosenkrantz and Dr. Verstandig, the 
anthropologist. Dr,. Michael Underdown, gave a talk on Jewish 
communities in Mongolia, Manchuria and China, Mr. S. Goldstein 
who spoke on Jewish connnunal life in Australia, author 
Mr. G. Shaiak who gave his impressions of a recent journey 
through Poland and Mrs. Rachel Beker who read her satire on 
"Jewish Radio Programmes".

Two memorial evenings were held. The first was devoted to 
the memory of the poet Melech Ravitch on the first anniversary 
of his death, the second, on the 35th anniversary of the death 
of the heroic Dr. Yanush Korchak, who perished during the 
holocaust. The latter function was arranged in conjunction with 
the Katzetier Farband.

An interesting lecture on modern Hebrew literature was given 
by the Israeli Professor Dr. Moshe Pilai.

NEW CHALLENGES

For the first time, the Kadimah arranged an exhibition of 
paintings, sculptures and wood carvings by thirty Jewish s 
non-professional artists. Over 120 items were exhibited, many 
of which were sold during the exhibition. We trust that this 
has given a stimulous for the artists to further their work. 
We feel that this new initiative should continue in the future.'

SEDER FOR RUSSIAN JEWS

In response to a request from the Jewish Welfare Society, 
the Kadimah participated in arranging a Seder for the recently 
arrived Jewish migrants. The collective Seder was attended by 
approximately 150 people who, in many cases, arrived as whole 
family groups. During the evening it became obvious that many 
of the guests were celebrating Pesach for the first time.



The Seder was conducted in three languages; Hebrew, Russian 
and Yiddish, in order that the proceedings could be followed by 
all present. Many of the guests expressed their gratitude for 
the opportunity to attend a festive evening which brought them 
closer to our Jewish heritage.

This successful Seder celebration and the warm reception 
that it had among those present, should be an encouragement to 
continue with the tradition of ’’Let those in need come and 
celebrate Pesach with us”.

MARC CHAGAL CELEBRATIONS

On the occasion of the 90th birthday of world-renowned 
artist Marc Chagal, the Kadimah took the initiative to arrange 
appropriate celebrations and invited the participation of several 
local artists of high standing. The President of the Bezalel 
Society for the Arts, Dr. Morris C, Davis, assisted by others, 
organised an exhibition of Chagal's original works at the 
National Gallery of Victoria.

The function, held at the Kadimah Theatre, was attended by 
a huge number of Chagal’s admirers. The arranged programme was 
very impressive. Special mention should be made of the lecture 
by Professor for Fine Arts at the Melbourne University, 
Professor J.T. Burke, whose talk was illustrated with slides. 
We were also successful in obtaining a very interesting film on 
the life and work of Marc Chagal entitled ”A Visit to Marc Chagal” 
and supplied by the French Embassy in Canberra.

A mini exhibition of various interesting items, books and 
reproductions of Chagal’s works were on display in the foyer of 
the Kadimah Theatre.

The most recent attempt to broaden our activities, was the 
JEWISH FOLK FESTIVAL, with the participation of the Hazomir Choir, 
various youth organisations, soloists, as well as musical and vocal 
ensembles. There is no doubt that functions of this kind should 
be arranged more often to provide opportunities for display of 
local talent as well as providing great pleasure for large audiences.

VICTORIAN COUNCIL FOR YIDDISH CULTURE

Following the return of our delegates to the World Conference 
for Yiddish and Yiddish Culture in Jerusalem (in August 1976), 
the Kadimah was instrumental in organising the Victorian Council 
for Yiddish Culture.

An outline of direction was adopted, particularly with reference 
to co-operation among constituent organisations. Our executive 
members, Mr, P. Ringelblum and M. Ajzenbud were elected members 
of the Council Executive.
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VICTORIAN JEWISH BOARD OF DEPUTIES

The Victorian Jewish Board of Deputies continues to act as 
a forum for exchange of opinions on various communal matters. 
Our delegates are Messrs. S. Burstin, S. Wolski and P. Ringelblum. 
Mr. Burstin is a member of the Immigration and Social Welfare 
Committee, Mr. Wolski, the Finance and Constitutional Review 
Committees, and Messrs. Jablonski, Orbach, Krystal and Ringelblum 
are on the Communal Relations Committee.

Constitutional changes are presently under consideration 
which will provide for representation of the Yiddish culture 
sector on the Board Executive.

WIDE SCOPE OF ACTIVITIES

The individual reports which follow show the wide range of 
different activities with which .the Kadimah is involved. 
Special mention should be made of the magazine ’’Melbourne Chronicle 
("Melboumer Bletter”). This publication, in now its third year, 
has received praise within our community as well as overseas.

The Kadimah Chess Club had a successful year both in the 
recruitment of new members as well as in their competitions. 
Special credit goes to Chairman, Mr. Topial, who is presently 
overseas with fellow members participating at the World Chess 
Olympiad in Israel.

The other reports (Hazomir Choir, David Herman Theatre, 
Library and Radio) show that the success in each of these fields 
depends to a great extent on the work of the respective chairmen 
together with a handful of co-workers. It is the aim of these 
devoted people to activate others to join them in their valuable 
and important work.

OBITUARY

Among those Kadimah members who passed away in 1977, we 
feel two of them stand out as deserving a specific mention for 
their contribution to the development of our institution as well 
as to the Jewish community at large.

The late Mr. J. Okno was a member of the Kadimah for over 
50 years. Last year he received the meritorious honour of Life 
Membership. Over the years, he had been President of the 
Kadimah and was our Honorary Solicitor for many years. His 
devotion and services will be greatly missed.

The passing of Mr. J. Giligich, the renowned Yiddish teacher 
and pedagogue, was indeed a great loss to the whole Jewish 
community. Mr. Giligich was the stalwart of Yiddish language 
and of Yiddish culture in our community. Shortly after his 
arrival to our shores, he coiimenced a series of lectures at 
the ’’Open University” then conducted by the Kadimah. He was 
one of the founders and certainly the main pillar of the Yiddish 
secular school network in Australia, and in his 30 years as
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Headmaster of thePeretz School made a significant contribution 
~“tcr*the” format ion of the^'Specificr characteristics of* the Melbourne— 

Jewish community. His unshakable conviction that the traditions 
of Eastern European Jewry, based on Jewish cultural creativity 
and national self-respect, remains as an inspiration in our 
future work.

JEWISH RADIO PROGRAMMES

During the year under review, certain changes, detrimental 
to our broadcasting, took place. In July 1977, Radio Station 
3ZZ was closed down by the Government. We lost the opportunity 
to produce our Kdurly programmes on special occasions, as well 
as the recording of local singers and musicians.

On the other hand, the change in SEA enabled us to produce 
two different programmes on Friday 4 p.m. and Sunday 10 a.m. 
respectively. It is rather unfortunate that the programmes, 
which require a lot of preparation, are not being repeated as 
-:before, which must result in a loss in the number of listeners.

In the Friday programiPue, we usually stress important dates i 
and events of a political, social and literary nature. We 
conducted several interviews with important overseas visitors 
as well as local personalities and communal workers. The latter 
included Messrs. F. Rozenkrantz, Walter Lippman, Isaac Roseby, 
N. Gryfenberg, H. Borenstein, Dr. Verstandig, G, Shaiak and 
Yitzhak Kahn.

Of special interest were programmes devoted to various Jewish 
festivals, a series of broadcasts on the works of the Jewish 
poet Itzik Manger and on Jewish folklore.

The Sunday morning programmes are of a more entertaining 
character. Of special interest was the introduction of a segment 
entitled ’’Let’s Talk It Over” with the participation of 
Rabbi Chaim Gutnik, as well as occasional interviews, among 
which were interviews with Messrs. A. Zeleznikov and B. Wiener.

An attempt was made to introduce a children’s corner, 
unfortunately with a poor response. This segment, we feel, could 
have been of great value, particularly for the Yiddish Schools. 
However, due to the limited time at our disposal we have to be 

—very selective in items being broadcast in order to produce 
programmes of greatest appeal to the greatest number of people.

Generally, the reaction of our listeners is very encouraging. 
We reach through the air waves many Jewish homes which were 
completely estranged from the spoken Yiddish word, song and music. 
Our news service, cultural and literary programmes reach people 
for whom this is the only source of information.

The programmes are conducted by Yasha Sher and Pinie Ringelblum 
regular contributors including Messrs. P. Krystal and Y. Kahn. 
Attempts are being maife to attract the co-operation of others 
on a permanent basis.
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-- ™ JOURNAL - *»MELBgURNE-, CHRONICLE”
The journal was founded in December 1975, since which time 

there have been 12 issues published. Each issue contained both 
an English and Yiddish section. In Yiddish it is named ”Melbourne 
Blotter”, and in English ’’The Melbourne Chronicle”. Its editorial 
board consists of the following members of the "Kadimah” executive: 
M. Aizenbud, I. Orbach, S. Burstin, I.M. Lewin, P, Ringelblum, 
Administration- W. Jablonski. This report concerns itself with 
5 issues (April 1977 to February 1978) during the course of which 
very important events in Jewish life in general, as well as in 
Israel and in Australia, have been dealt with.

The Editor of the English section was Dr. Serge Liberman. 
The Journal brought an excellent response from the Jewish ----
literary world, and we have received a number of articles, and 
other works on various themes with requests that they should be 
published Unfortunately, we are limited with the space that is 
available. The reason for this is that we are working with a 
substantial financial deficit, and we cannot afford to burden 
the ’’Kadimah” budget any more than we already have.

Although many of our friends have very generously donated 
through announcements and adverts, for which we are extremely 
grateful, it is unfortunately not enough, as yet, to enlarge our 
journal.

However, we intend to continue publication of this journal 
as a bi-monthly.

DAVID HERMAN THEATRE COMPANY

The 1977 season was heavily overloaded with guest artists 
from overseas. This had an effect on the normal work of the 
’’David Herman Theatre”. The premiere of the ’’Wooden Dish” was 
postponed several times. It was not until October that the play, 
with Rachel Holzer in the leading role, and directed by Shie Tigel 
finally opened its season. The play was performed a total of 7 

> times, and had a very successful run.
The David Herman Theatre is planning to celebrate two ~

important dates in the New Year (1978). They are the 30th 
Anniversary of the creation of the State of Israel, and also the 
80th Anniversary of Yiddish theatre in Australia. With this in 
mind, contact has been made vdth a director and actors in ~: 
Israel. Several scripts have already been read and discussed. 
Members of the theatre company are actively involved in the 
Yiddish radio programmes and also take part in-activities 
organised by the ’’Kadimah” and other organizations and 
institutions.

During the year, the committee, which consists of the 
following members: Chaberman, Zajdenberg, Tigel, Ceprow, Lewita 

and Sher, had a number of meetings and conferences. The Chairman 
of the David Herman Theatre is Mr. J. Sher.
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REPORT OF THE ”HAZOMIR» CHOIR

During 1977 the ’’Hazoniir” choir, carried out an 
intensive programme under the musical leadership of its 
conductor ~ Adrian'Bartak, with the help of Bella Weiner, 
its pianist. During the course of the-year the choir had 
a total of 48 rehearsals. The highlight of“the work of the 
choir during 1977 was its annual concert which was held at 
the ’’Kadiroah*' theatre on the 27/11/77. The almost totally 
new programme of Yiddish and Hebrew songs was thoroughly 
enjoyed by the large audience. One of the main reasons why 
the concert was so successful was due to the performances 
of the soloists as well as that of the guest appearances of 
Michel Kissen (Violin), Nechama Patkin (Piano), Fred Burstin 
(Baritone), Raisa Burstin (Piano accordion) and Arcadi 
Burstin (guitar). It is their contribution to the evening 
which became"a magnificent festival of Jewish music. During 
the year the- choir also performed twice at the Montefiore 
Homes for the Aged, at the general Ghetto Commemmoration 
evening, and at the B’nei Brith.

A major event was the participation of the choir in the 
•’Festival of all Nations” concert of music and songs that 
took place at the Dallas Brooks Hall on the 17th November.

The choir’s performance was acclaimed by all the other 
ethnic groups which took part in the evening, and the large 
mixed audience. An octet (8) of members from the ’’Hazomir” 
choir took part in an evening at the ’’Kadimah” to launch a 
music book by the late Boruch Kalushiner. The year’s work 
ended with a family evening> which was also an evening to 
celebrate the 30th Anniversary of the work of the ’’Hazomir” 
choir. During the year the soloists of choir, S. Portek, 
R. Podemski,- D. Kleinman and T. Haydn, were participants in a 
number of evenings organized by ’’Kadimah” and other 
organisations.
