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66th ANNUAL REPORT

During the span of this past year, which our report em-
braces, many important events have taken place in Jewish
life.

For the first time since the foundation of the State of
Israel, the hcipe for peace between Israel and Egypt seemed
attainable in the) near future. Let us hope that peace wiSll
be achievd during this current year.

During this past year an important chapter in the history
of Yiddish language, Yiddish culture and literature has been
written. The Swedish Academy had bestowed upon us its
Qiighest mark of recognition in the field of literature, by
awarding the Nobel Prize for the year 1978 to the Yiddish
writer and novelist lIsaac Bashevis-Singet. The radio and
television stations all over the world expressed their praise
for Yiddish language and literature. Also here in Australia
this important event heightened the prestige of Yiddish, re-
viving a great interest for Yiddish among all segments of the
population, in particular amongst the members of the Jewish
ccmmunity in Melbourne.

During these last years we have witnessed a heightened
interest for all things Yiddish, in particular the Yiddish lan-
guage and for the creative expressions of it, amongst the
younger people.

The first meeting of the World Bureau for Yiddish and
Jewish Culture in Jerusalem heard reports from various count-
ries as well as fromi Israel about a rising of Yiddish-awareness
and about livening up Yiddish activities in these countries.

As one of the five Vice-Presidents of the World Bureau
was elected the President of the Kadimah, Mr. B. Wiener.

The Yiddish radio programjmes in Melbourne have douibled
the time of their emissions. One of them”is being conducted
by Mr. P. Ringleblum on Fridays, while the other by Mr.
Yasha Sher on Sundays. These programmes of outstanding
quality are being appreciated and enjoyed by a great number
of listeners. !

The report for the year 1978 of the activities of Kadimah
Committee embraces a time of productive and fruitful work
in all fields of our endeavours. During that year we have
also expanded our work in new directions. This year we
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have for the first time organised a great Festival of Jewish
Culture within the framewofk of the general Moomiba Festival
in Melbourne. Mlasses of people came to listen to Yiddish
songs, watch Jewish dances performed by various youth groups
and soloists, (and in (general to enjoy the relaxed Yiddish-
folksy atmosphere. This marked the beginning of the regular
Folk Festivals which we intend to introduce into the life of
the Jewish community in Melbourne.

During that past year we have continued with our normal
cultural activities. As usual we invited distiguished visitors
from overseas who with their talents and knowledge in var-
ious fields have enriched the cultural life of Yiddish Mel-
bourne. Thus we took upon ourselves the tremendous task
of bringing over the Yiddish Folk-ensemble “Anachnu Khan”
from lIsrael. A group of 100 performers, singers, dancers, mu-
sicians, who perform in Yiddish in Israel and have visited the
U.S.A., Canada and Mexico, have arrived to delight us with
their art. They have coritributed to the popularisation of the
Yiddish language among the broader masses of our popula-
tion and added a great deal to our prestige. The success of
“Anachnu Kan” filled us with pride, because it was in a way
our success.

Along with the Sholem Aleichem School we invited Prof.
Arthur Lermer, from® Montreal, Canada, for a second visit. He
appeared with a series of ledtures at the Kadimah. He spoke
on Jewish problems, Yiddish literature and econoimics. With
his stimulating lectures. Prof Lermer was also very active in
helping with the appeal for the Sholem Aleichem School,
and contributed to its success thanks to his appearances at
many evenings and gaitherings organised for that purpose.
He appeared also at various institutions, and met with youth
groups.

The Ghetto fighter Wladka Meed (from New York) was
the guest speaker at the Ciomjmemoration of the Warsaw
Ghetto Uprising. She also lectured at the Kadimah and spoke
to various organisations, institutions, like for the children at
the Mount Scopus Qollege, or the organisation of the Sur-
vivors of the Nazi Camps. Her visit was; organised by the
Kadimah along with the Jewish Board of Deputies and other
organisations.

The actors' Zenia Kessler and Shura Greenhouse gave a
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few appearances at the Kadimaih with their Word Concerts of
Yiddish song and poetry recitations.

At the end of May the Israeli artists, Shmuel Atzmon
and Leah Shlanger visited Melbourne with the comedy “The
Heavenly Bed” which had three performances. They also gave
three Word Concerts, “My Land’s Birthday”, and twO' con-
certs in Hebrew; and also in collaboration with the David
Herman ensemble the play “Motlce Ganev”.

All in all 74 cultural events took place at the hall of the
Kadimah during that past year. Worthwhile mentioning is
also the evening devoted (to the commemoration of the 100th
birthday of the Folk-poet M. Gebirtig, and the evening mark-
ing up 40 years after the “Krystal Night”

We also participated in the exhibition devoted to the
Holocaust, which took place at the Kadimah. And for the
second time we organised an art exhibition at our hall, which
was a great success. There were 37 participants with 160
exhibits represented. A great number of people visited the
exhibition. Consequently we intend to organise such exhibi-
tions every year in the future.

~ During the last year we have given the Jewish popula-
tion of Melbourne the opportunity of seeing Yiddish films at
our cinema. We have also acquired a number of new films.

“Di Melbourne Bletter” (Melbourne Chronicle) has had
a successful year, gaining in prestige thanks to the fadt that
the magazine is continuously improving in quality, enjoying
popularity also among English speaking young people.

The Hazomir Choir, the Chess Cluib, as well as our lib-
rary were continuing with their activities.

The future of the Kadimah as a Yiddish institution de-
pends on our ability to attract young Yiddish speaking people,
and activate them in our wotk. Tlrere is a considerable num-
ber of young people in Melbourne who speak Yiddish. One
way of bringing them to the Kadimah is by supporting the
Musical Youth Group “Flamen”, as well as by activating the
Melbourne Yiddish Youth Theatre which had began to func-
tion again. We believe that through concentrating more on the
young we should be able to attract a number of them for
creative work within the leadership of the “Kadimah”,



THE JOURNAL “MELBOURNE CHRONICLE”

The journal was founded in Deceruber 1975, since which
time 16 issues have been pdblisihed. Each issue contained both
an English and Yiddish section. The Yiddish is named “Melb-
ourne Blotter”, and the English “The Melbourne Chronicle”. Its
editorial board consists of the following members of the “Ka-
dimah” executive: M. Aizenbud, J. Orbach, S. Burstin, I. M.
Lewin, P. Ringelblum. Administration — W. Jablonski. This
report concerns the four issues (May to December 1978) dur-
ing the course of which time very imnortant events in Jewish
life in general, as well as in Israel and in Australia,, have been
dealt with.

The Editor of the English section was Dr. Serge Liberman.
The journal brouight an excellent response from the Jewish liter-
ary world, and we have received a number of articles, and
other works on various themes with requests for publication.
Unfortunately, we are limited in space available, the reason
being that we are working with a sutbstantial financial deficit,
and we cannot afford to burden the “Ka;dimah” budget any
more than we already have.

Although many of our friends have donated very gener-
ously, through announcements and advertisements, and for that
we are extremely grateful, it is unfortunately not enough, as
yet, to enlarge our journal. However,, we intend to continue
publication of the journal as a bi-monthly.

REPORT OF THE DAVID HERMAN THEATRE

1978 was an exLemely difficult year. The “Kadimah”
brought out from overseas a great number of artists, singers,
and leoturers, which was- highlighted by the visit of the folk
ensemble “Anakhnu Kahn”.

Since our members were extremely busy with technical
and other work, and the theatre hall was often used, our work
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as a theatre group was less productive this year than usual. We
were directly involved with only 2 of the guest artists — Leah
Sihlanger and Shmuel Atzmion. Leah is a fine folk singer and
clever artist, while Shmul is a director and actor from the
“Hahimah”.

They started their programme with the twc-person play,
Hertzog’s “Dos Himmel Bed”; then, with the wihole ensemible,
Atzmon directed “Moitke Ganev” — Sholeim Ash’s classic
work. In this play also took part Motka and Leah Merin. The
play had a special set (icreated by A. Gurvich) and was full
of joyous songs and dances. The play ran 5 times, with great
success.

During the year, we also had a number of “Family nights”,
farewell evenings for the guest artists, and a great number of
Committee meetings.

We have great plans for the coming season. Since 1979 is
the 70th anniversary of Yiddish Theatre in Australia, we are
planning a series of evenings and activities, e.g., a major play,
photographic display, a banquet to celebrate 70 years Yiddish
theatre, eltc. We are in contact with several overseas directors
and we should finalise an an'ival soon.

The Committee consists of Yasha Sher (Chairman), Mr.

Hdberman, Zeidenberg, S. Tigel, C. Meerkin, L. Zuker, M.
Ceprow and I. Shmerling.

REPORT OF THE RADIO COMMITTEE

The activities of the 2 half-hourly broadcasts on RaddO' 3EA
over -the last year have been both engi'ossing and they covered
a wide range of topics. The programmes were chosen about
areas of interest to please our Jewish listeners.

The topics chosen created a colourful kaleidoscope of his-
torical events from our deep past and also our immediate past,
such as the holocaust, Yom Hatzmaot and including the 30th
Anniversary of the State of lIsrael; also about important hap-
penings in Jewish life, both here and abroad, especially news
from lIsrael.

The participants in the broadcasts included a great num-
ber of personalities from boith Jewish communities here and
abroad. The topics broadcast were -of a wide character ranging
from national issues, social events/notes, general politics, and
especially news about Israel. From time to time. Law, Religion
and -tradition were discussed. Amongst the large number of
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participants on our programmes were prominent protfessors,
lecturers, Rabbis, writers as well as community aotivitsts of all
professions. There were also presentation from special guest
actors and singers, amongst them the famous troupe from Israel
“Anachnu Khan”. Also taking part were a number of women
who held highly respectable positions in the colmmunity. We
also had a number of radios symposiums at which national and
local Jewish community political problems were discussed.

Generally spread throughout the programmes were Jewish
songs and music, such as cantoral songs, folk-songs and also,
sometimes, including pieces froim noteworthy Poets. From time
to time there was also humorous monologues and our popular
“request” concerts.

'Altogether it can be said that we gave a picture of /the
cultural events in our community, the “Kjadimah” and other
Jewish institutions. In the Friday programmes, under the aus-
pices of P. Ringelblum, taking part amongst others were Prof.
A. Lermer about “Jewish Life in Canada”; the Ghetto heroine
Vladka Meed; Prof. Rochlin from Jerusalem University; Dr.
Verstendig about Moshe Hess; Mr. Shmuel Rosenkrantz, Pre-
sident of the Victorian Zionist Council, about the political
situation in Israel; and I. Kahn with a number of small lec-
tures on literary topics and also his impressions from his
world trip.

Dr. Verstendig, Norman Rothfield and Shmuel Rosenkrantz
took part in a symposimn which showed 3 opposing attitudes
to the State of Israel. W. Jablonski spoke about his “Memories
of Treblinka”, and M. Lewin held two lectures about Russian
Jewish writers, and the memory of “Chanuka” and the ethical,
moral meaning of the “Yomim Naroim”.

The actress Rachel Becker had her own humourous show,
which she herself created, and also Brucha Aronfeld’s re-work
of Bernard Shaw's “Pygmalion”.

In the Sunday programime, under the auspices of Yasha
Sher, Rabbi Chaim Gutnik had a number of programmes about
the meaning of the Jewish religion for Jewish life, about family
life, marriage and God. Prof Lermer spoke about “Jewish Cul-
ture and the Spiritual Life of Jews”, under the name “Tlie
Rainbow”, and B. Wiener and S. Rosenkrantz spoke about “80
years ‘Bund’ and 80 years Zionism”. Mrs. Gotlieb spoke about
the work of Wizo and albout “Olim”. Mrs. Fink spoke about the
National Women’s Committee. Messrs. Sokolowicz and Lewitan
spoke about Jewish problems.
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There was an interview with the guest artists J. Kessler
and S. Greenhaus, and also with the Israeli artists Atzmon
and Shlanger. The programmes were also interspersed with
humorous pieces from Dzigan and liturgical songs from Mfsha
Alexandrowicz, and many other artists and singers. The request
programmes became very important, since they evoked much
warmth and friendliness.

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE “KADIMAH” LIBRARY

The “Kadimah” Library is the only Yiddish library in Aus-
tralia. The number of books we have is constantly growing,
firstly, through buying, mainly from overseas publishers, and
secondly, donated by families where the Yiddish readers have,
unfortunately, passed away.

The library has albout 5000 Yiddish books which are bound
and caltalogued, as well as 3000 books which have not been
catalogued yet. Tlrere is a major renovation planned for the
library building, so that the reading room can be moved to
the 1st floor, since the current reading room is too small and
thus uncomfortable.

It is also planned ithat the 1500 English and Hebrew books
will be moved to' the 1st floor, and the space they currenly
occupy to be given to Yiddish books. There is stiU a need to
catalogue the English and Hebrew books. It isi important to
note that all the English books are on Jewish themes. Also at
the moment there are a number of Yiddish journals which
have yet to be sorted out. /

The Jewish daily and weekly newspapers, to which the
library subscribes are not read very often. The Jewish public
does not seem tto be aware that at the Kadimah Library you
can read the Jewish press from all over the world.

At this time, the bbrary has over 100 members who ex-
change books; 2500 books have been read to-date. But this is
not enough. To get a larger readership we need to conduct a
major campaign in the Yiddish and English press, to make
people aware of the great number of English books on Jewish
themes available at the “Kadimah” Library. This information
should be announced on the Ethnic Radio” every week, and also
in the Jewish press in English and Yiddish.

The Committee had only one meeting during the year at
which only three members were present.
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The Committee comprised: Mrs. Gotllb, Messrs. Lewin,
Topiol, Borenstein and JabionsL.i.

In the past few months the work of the library has pro-
ceeded as normal, even thcugh the librarian, Mr. Yakov Kess-
ler, is unwell.

The library is in urgent need of volunteers to take up the
work in the many divisions of the library — Yiddish, English,
Hebrew. Until now only Yiddish has been attended to.

During 1978, the “Kadimah” Library Committee organised
two book sales. The “Sale” was of new and old books which
were sent to us by the World Committee for Yiddish and Jewish
Culture. Both sales brought in more than $400. Beside these
books were sold also at other functions.

REPORT OF THE “HAZOMIR” CHOIR

The 1978 Choir season was intensive, productive and a very
succssful one. During the year the Choir performed at the
Jewish “Moomba” Festival (Treasury Gardens, 4.3.78); at the
Warsaw Ghetto Commemoration (St. Kilda Town Hall, 3.4.78);
a Cultural Musical Evening, held at the Communal Hall, 1.4.78;
Supper-Dance at the Leo Fink Hall, 15.7.78; a Concert at the
Montefiore Hpmes, 29.10.78; and the Annual Concert held at
the “Kadimah” Theatre, 27.11.78. Guest artist was A. Burlakov.

The Choir also performed at the Festival of All Nations,
Dallas Brooks Hall, 10.12.78; Supper-Dance, at Leo Fink Hall,
19.11.78; Chanuka Celebration at Montefiore Homes organised
by the B’nai Brith Lodges.

Another aspect of the Choir interest in Jewish music and
culture, is in its role as organiser and subsidiser to the “Baruch
Kaluszyner Scholarship”. Dedicated to the memory of the late
Baruch Kaluszyner it is also a competition of songs and music.
Many conitestants took part this year, and it was a very suc-
cessful enterprise.

The Committee consists of Mr. Chaim Goldberg (Presi-
dent), Sh. Pell (Vice-President), S. Pell (Secretary), W. Krepp
(Treasurer), Oh. Kelman, xA. Moshel, S. Rabinowicz, M, Rabi-
nowicz, R. Goldberg, R. Podemski, S. Portek, A. Badhradh, A.
Suchecki. Musical Director is Mr. Adrian Barton, and aocom-
paniste, Mrs. Bella Wiener.



REPORT OF THE CHESS CLUB

The “Kadimaih” Chess Club is open twice weekly, every'
Saturday and Sunday from 2 n.m. to 7 n.rn., as well as on public
holidays.

We have approximately 30 players who come on week-
ends. There were not many tournaments with other clubs in
1978, however, tlris was not the fault of our Club. Tire Club of
“Kadirnah” tried to organise matches with other cluibs, but it is
difficult to arrange these, when players from other clubs are
overseas, participating or watching the Chess Olympics in
Argentina.

However, two simultaneous matches were played in Leo
Fink Hall, by an International Master — Stan Christodouiou.

In March 1978, there was and International Tournament in
Israel. Four players from “Kadimaih” took part — Topial, Kalish,
Bronstein and Hein.
